Dear Solon,

We got here Saturday morning and spent the next
two days looking for a place to live. We finally took an
apartment on the south side, 430 E. 44th. Street. It is
half a block from Grand Boulevard in a good neighborhood and
close to the elevator and surface cars. I am working at
Mrs. yccormick's house on the north side and it takes just

about as long to get over there as it did to go to St. Paul.

We looked on the north side for a place but did not find

anything we liked and besides all my old friends, whom I
want Dorothy to know, are on the south side so we decided to
come over here.

Our furniture has just arrived in town but we
haven't yet zot it at the house so we are still dining off
the radiator and putting up with similar discomforts. I was
afraid it would be hot down here but I must have brought the
cold weather with me.

The library contains very interesting material.
It will make about three thousand separate pieces I think.
This is exclusive of the correspondence which I have not yet
seen. So far, I have been working with the agriculturad
periodicals of which they have a large collection, running
back to 1819. In a nunmber of cases these are Eurc$¢an as well
28 American. The French and German, however, are mostly
typewritten extracts which bear on the subject. I am beginning
by making a bibliography of all the material so that I can find

out what they have and make preparations to get what they lack.




As soon as we can get our things unpacked, I will fix up the
report on the archives and send it to you. Dontt forget to send
those notes on the William Pitt Murray paprers as I can WOrk on
them in the evenings.

Have you been swimming lately ? There are a number of good

beaches here but I have not yet investigated them. Give my

regards to Mr. Ford and to Augie when you see them. Remember

me to your mother and father. Dorothy says.to tell your mother
not to be alarmed if she gets a letter from her. I dont go home
to lunch and consequently spend my noon hours investigating the
ghetto district which is not far from where I work. I am rapid-
ly acquiring a first hand knowledge of all the available eating
places in that section of Chicago but with one exception I am
afrald they compare very badly with the places we went to in

St. Paul. Don't forget that our latch string is out when you
come to Chicago.
