The survey of Illinois lands began at least as early as Decem=-
ber 1, 1804, the same year in which the survey was authorized. 1
secured this infprmation from the volumes of field notes to which
you referred.I copied two or three entriec from these notes, which
I am enclosing. According to an entry which appears in volume 4,
a survey was begun on April 16, 1804, but I am inclined to believe #n

that the date should have been 1805, while in ¥olume 5 appears an en-

try appears dated February 24, 1804, Both these surveys were com-
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pleted in 1805, in April and February, respectively, and I am inclined
to believe that the surveysswere begun in the same year. Qpart of the
notes contained in these volumes are not the originals but. have been
w

copied from the originals in possession of an Indiana suryey, only
those portions of the notes relating to Illinois having been trans-
ecribed, One thing is sure, however; a survey of Illinois lands was
begun &n December 1, 1804, I am not able to give very much information
regarding the progress of the survey until the end of 1818. The field
notes are in such shgpéithatcit would require a great deal of work to
secure any tangible result. The work of surveying the lands in Illi-
nois territory was, however, go hg actively forward in 1805, 1806,
1807, and 1808, and there 1s every reason to believeithat it contin-
ued to be carried on during the succeeding years.,

I found a proclamation issued by the President bearing upon the
public sale of land in the Shawneetown district in 1814. I had it cop-

ied, as the easiest way of handling the matter, I think it will give

you the information whichFou desire,

I was unable to secure any very satisfactory information regard-
the extent of the land sales between 1814 and 1818. I am enclos=-
ng however, a few notes regarding the lands which were sold in the

Shawneetown district, on the installment system. Now it is a little

uncertain whether the amounts which I have indicated are the amounts

for which the land was sold or the cash which was actually paid in.
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I am inclined to believe, however, that they indicate the latter as
the sums indicated seem to bear no consistent relation to the acre-
age of the tracts sold. Then I have copied some entries from the
Edwardsville Receiver's Journal A, which was opened on October 28,
1816. These statements of the amount of cash on hand and the amounts
due from the sale of lands at tie end of each year will indicate to
a certain extent the increasing magnitude of the business of the lan
offices,

I am sorry that 1 "am unable to give you something a little more
definite on the subject of land surveys and sales, but it was impos -
sible for me to do more in the time which I had. If I had a week or
so 1o devote to the matter and an adding machine at my disposal, it

would be possible, I believe, to secure some results of more value,

but you are doubtless aware ofthe difficulty of handling material

like the land records.

You have daabtless received the photostats which I sent
week before this. I went over them all rather carefully and
nothing which in my opinion would necessitate any changes in
port whic ‘epared., One or two of the documents might be

in footnotes as additional authorities, however.

I wrote to Profes§or White a few days ago regarding my work

during the coming year but hace received no reply from him as yet.
