Dear CorpWatch:

A fellow Quaker told me to contact your organization for possible help. 1 am a shareholder in a large
American utility company, Xcel Energy, headquartered in Minnesota. This company operates in eleven
states and has subsidiaries in Great Britain and in Australia In the U.S., Xcel has been charged by
activists like me for environmental racism against American Indian people. In 1994, it sited high-level
radioactive waste from its Prairie Island nuclear plant on the Mississippi River next to a Minnesota Indian
reservation--three blocks from that community's daycare building. It has been trying to ship nuclear

scandal in Homer, Louisiana, a few years ago when it tried to site a uranium processing plant in Homer's
African American neighborhood.

Currently, Xcel Energy is importing electricity from Manitoba Hydro, a Canadian company in violation of
a 1977 treaty with Cree Indians of northern Manitoba, Last year, we activists submitted a shareholder
resolution concerning the need to avoid adverse impacts on Pimicikamak Cree Nation and it was put to a
proxy vote. We achieved 9.42% of the vote, rather high for a first-time, socially responsible shareholder
resolution. This year, we are hoping that the federal regulators will compel the company to put the same
shareholder resolution on the proxy for the April 18, 2002, annual shareholder meeting vote.

Would your agency be interested in helping us to publicize this shareholder action on your website, or
help in some other way? Iam reprinting the shareholder resolution below for your review.
