Bob Mitchell and Frank Kohout drew up
a constitution, The group efficially called them-
selves the Twin City Married Couples' Club, They
planned and executed pot luck suprers, square
dances, sleigh rides, Chrietmam parties, vicnics,
corn rossts, and en masse appearances at the St,
Paul Fop Concerts, vhere they,.incidently, had
themselves announced ss being in attendance, In
1949 and 1950 there were family camps at Cass Lake
Episcopal camp grounds,

The adult segment of the grour worked just as
diligently on their many rrojects, TIn the very
beginning one of the major concerns of the peorle
who started Rainbow on its way wae the most effec-
tive way to assimilate the relocated Jananese into
the Twin City community. There was a problem find-
ing places for the Iscsei to worship. There was a
need for the Nisei to make friends and locate decent

Many of the adults were very active in the
fields of human relations. Father Dai Kitagaws
and Frank Fager were appcinted to the Mirneapclis
Mayor's Council on Human Relations, They wers
both instrumental in starting FEPC and Fair Hous-
ing arbitration in Minneapolis. Vi Kohout attend-
ed the Fiske program on humen relations. John
Cimmone was pastor of £t. Mark's Lutheran Church,
John.also ran for mayor of Minneapolis in 195C,

Dr, Aédron Friedell, a Minneapolis physician
who is a firm believer in preventive medicine,
was extremely enthusiastic about the Rainbow Club,
Dr. Friedell, family doctor for many of the Rainbow
Clubbers, felt that the happy, relaxed atmosrhere
made the health and happiness of the entire commun-
ity better, The Friedells were frequent attenders
at Rainbow Club functions, as was our pregent mayor,
Art Naftalin, '

The adults maintained a spea¥ers! bureau where
different members would go out and speak before
interested civie groups.

There were definite differences of orinion
among the members about the future cf Rainbow,

Some felt that it should remain small and more
perconalized, others thought that it should grow
and become a force for huran dignity end acceptance
by its very example, There was even talk of a
Rainbow Club-owned building with all of the modern
facilities of a private club.

In all of the progressive rlanning of the
early Rainbow Clab, like the wonderful boat rides
on the Donna Ma@, where there was singing, eating,
daneing, snd real warmth, the most significant
aspect of the total ricture was the interaction
of the individual members, They would get to-
gether to play cards, talk over problems or gecod
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times, They were fr 1xndu-~good friends, the kind
of friends that easily came to the decision in
1949 that Rainbow Club was really a representative
name for their organization.

The Rainbow is markedly a paradox--the colors
blend and yet still stand out es individual, If
you could separate all of the colors then you would
no longer have a Rainbow.
