To Make Inquiry

Into Trade Schools’/

® High school graduates planning
to enter private trade schools to
prepare themselves for a job that
will be available under the national
defense program or other private
positions will be wise to carefully
investigate any such school before
they pay out their hard-earned
money.

Some of these schools are defi-
nitely “gyvp” outfits, and they or
their high pressure salesmen con-
sider these kids fair gaine.

A communication brought to the
Daily Messenger from the Better
Business Bureau, of Minneapolis,
Ine,, gives the following advice:

Warning! When choosing a trade
school, use your head.

1. Select your trade school—don’t
just buy a training course. Inter-
view graduates. Any reputable firm
will gladly furnish ‘names, Ask if
the courses helped to obtain em-
ployment. From them you can find
out if the school equipment is ade-
quate, the instructors competent, and
the courseé meritorious.

Interview employers. They can tell
vou of employment conditions, em-
ployment requirements, and the
value of school training.

Consult your school principal or
superintendent., He can help to de-
cide if you are qualified for the vo-
cation considered.

Visit the school if possible.

2, Investigate before investing.
After vou have signed the contract
it may be too late. Most “enroll-
ment” or “registration” forms are
legal contracts collectable for the
full amount,

3. Don’t hurry. Most offers will be
just ag good next week. Reputable
schools welcome investigation, Be-
ire of ““Your last opportunity to
sign up.” No reputable school will
guarantee positions. Check “scholar-
ship' offers thoroughly to find if
they are discounts indiseriminately
distributed. Above all, make sure
that the promises of the salesman
are incluuded in the printed appli-
cation or contract form. If in doubt
have the contract examined by an
attorney.

Remember, its your future that is
at stake. Selection of the wrong vo-
cation, or a “gyp” school in the
right vocation can set you back for
yvears, Use your head, for in the
ahsence of any licensing, rating, or
advisory system in Minnesota, you
must do your own investigating.

Most of the people who now in-
dulge in using tobacco in some form
or other argue that smoking makes
t]w!n feel good and that it guiets
their nerves. Some physicians main-
tain that tobacco has no result on
the smoker's kidneys, heart, or liv-
er. Still other doctors proclaim that
tobacco has a definite reaction on
the individual's organs. In trying
not to be swayed by either state-
ment, for or against, firmly believe
that if tobacco didn't have some of-
féct on the body there would be no
need for those gentlemen to say any-
thing about it. 'The argument that
it tends to give relaxation to one's
nerves is true for a time at least,
but after the realizalion has passed
there is kept up erying for more.
The incident seeming to run paral-
lel with those who use dope.

A moot question of the physician
is the physiological effect of smok-
ing. It appeared that smoking did
little harm to ‘& strong, healthy
heart, but Dr, Harry Louis Segal dis.
covered that only small amounts
would cause fatigue in many per-
gons. Some men of medicine and re-
search sneered at Segal’s conclu-
sions, stating that the prime cause
of smoker’s fatigue is not mnicotine
but vogae and subjective feelings of
guilt. Segal proclaimed that he
could prove his conclusions and as
far as I am concerned that would de-
finitely settle the matter,

Whether smoking injures the
heart, liver, or lungs, other doctors
didn't know. The only direct physi-
ological result they said was the con.
tracting of the blood vessels of the
slain.
