These commodities are stored at
Yarious gtate institutions and are
trucked out from these pointa.
The school pays only the transpor-
tution costa.

The local school offers: two
types of lunches for which reim-
bursement s received, Type A,
which is a complete meal, an
Type C, which is just milk. The
program is reimbursed by seven
cents a meal for the type A with
ymilk and five cents without. The
type C is reimbursed at the rate
of two cents per lunch,
