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School Board and Teacher Negotiation
Meeting ~ Dec. 14, 1968 - 9 A.M.
School Administration Building

Meeting was called to order by Dr. Hanson, acting chairman due to absence of Mr. Ray
Ehly. All other members of the elected Board were present.

Dr. Hanson explained that the purpose of the meeting was to let the teachers express
themselves and present proposals to the Board for consideration. No action would be
taken today on any proposal, but would be considered by the Board at some meeting to
be held after the New Year.

The teachers were represented by Milton Olson, Lew Palm, Darrel Tomlinson, Norman
Olthoff, Leonard Bergquist, and John Ostlie.

Mr. Milton Olson acted as spokesman for the group.

Mr. Olson presented the Board with a thirty-three page "Personnel Policies for Certi-
fied Employees" report and an agenda sheet of recommendations for the use at this
specific meeting. The points listed for discussion were:
1. Meetings
a. Two meetings per week.
b. Mutually agreed on meeting days.
¢. Mutually agreed on place of meetings.
2. Board representation
3. Order of topics to be negotiated
4. Any figures dealing in the negotiations should be made known to both par-:
ties.before they are released to public media.

Dr. Hanson questioned the advisability and practability of the suggestion to meet
twice a week, A meeting should be called only when there would be good cause for
meeting. It was generally agreed that Tuesday evening should be reserved for School
Board Meetings.

The Board has not decided as to whether or not to have a committee of the Board.meet
or the whole Board.

It was also generally agreed that only members of the Board and representatives from
the teacher groups be invited to discuss matters at times when negotiation meetings
are held.

The teachers requested that policies be considered before salaries. Only policies
of an economic nature need be settled before salaries are negotiated.

As far as possible and practicable figures were requested to be presented by each
group prior to meeting time,

The major part of the meeting time was spent by the explanation of the "Personnel
Policies for Certified Employees', as given by Mr. Milton Olson.

Dr. Hanson said he would contact Mr. Ray Ehly, chairman of the Board, and a meeting
date would be set. It was agreed to meet in the Boazd Room of the Administration
Building.
