For Inclusion of the Nerstrand Woods Trout Lily Site, Rice County
on the Minnesota Natural Heritage Register

Lands selected for Inclusion on the Minnesota Natural Heritage
Register are representative of Minnesota's original |andscape, and
contain unique features such as special plant communities, rare plant
and animal species, and significant archeological sites. Many sites
containing these unique features are found on public land. The Minne-
sota Natural Heritage Registry Agreement serves to recognize these areas
for their unique natural diversity, and preserve these parcels and
associated species for research, teaching and ecological value.

This agreement serves to recognize a specific area within Nerstrand
Woods State Park that harbors a state and federally endangered plant

specles, the Minnesota dwarf trout |ily (Ervthronium propullans).
Natural Features of Interest

The registered area is a 5 acre parcel of land located in the
NE1/4, SE1/4, Section 9, T.110N, R.19W, In Rice County, depicted in the
attached map.

The site Includes a relatively undisturbed segment of the Maple-
Basswood Forest community (Big Woods Section), considered endangered In
Minnesota.

The major portion of the Minnesota dwarf trout |ily (Erythronium
propul lans) population in Nerstrand Woods State Park occurs within the
registered area. The Minnesota dwarf trout lily is the only known plant
species that is endemic to the state. It is |isted as a federally and
state endangered speclies due to its small numbers, |imited reproductive
capabil ities and vulnerabil ity to developers, collectors, and recreation-
Ists. This population is one of only two sites in public ownership.

Management Guidel ines

It has been agreed that when the trust fund status of the regis-
tered area has been removed through land exchange, the area will be
designated a Scientific and Natural Area (SNA). Until that time, the
management plan developed by the SNA program in cooperation with the
Division of Parks and Recreation will be used to guide management of the
registered area. The following guidel ines, excerpted from the plan,
will be In effect:

1. Management of the registered area remains the responsibil ity of
Parks, including the right to maintain existing frails through
the site. Signing of the registered area is at the discretion
of Parks.




2. Management of the site will emphasize resource preservation over
resource use and the site shall be managed only to the extent
necessary to preserve the natural features present. Specific
management practices to be ayoided include:

a. Introduction of plant or animal species

b. thinning of trees and removal of dead wood and windfalls
except those required to maintain existing traills.

c. use of herbicides or pesticides for vegetation or animal
control

d. creation of new frails

Visitor use of the area is to be confined to existing trails and
boardwalks.

In the event that Parks wishes to provide interpretive materials
on the registered site, the SNA Program will assist in the
development of these materials by providing information on the
ecology and management of the natural features of Interest.

Summary

It Is agreed that in order to have the opportunity to comment on
possible Impacts of proposed management activities on the natural
features of Interest, the Park Manager will inform the Scientific and
Natural Areas Program of proposed development or actions on this
reglistered area.

Thirteen unsuccessful permits were returned to the check station leaving

11 unaccountable. sSome of the unaccountables were from the vicinily, some
were from the Twin City area, and a few were farmers from within the Nerstrand
Refuge, ie, Donald liope and Llizabeth lope.

I'ne only law enforcement problems reported were an incident of early shooting
(about }% hour before sunrisel; a case where a woman reported she had shot a
fawn and another male hunter claimed it; and two hunters were apprehended
hunting pheasants within the refuj;e and they were not wearing red or blaze
orange clothing, Cther than these infractions the hunt went very smoothly

and to the satisfaction of nearly all participants. DMany expressed their
appreciation for a good hunt and one that was well controlled. Une hunter
from Le Center expressed displeasure cencerning the large size of some parties
and thought party size should be limited to 2 or 3.

Due to the abundance and observability of deer some hunters held out for

larger deer or tuvcle and passed up fawns., ‘The harvest may have been even larger
and may also reflect a preponderance of older animals than what actually
occurred in the population.

The 1979 lerstrand hunt went very well and could be considered as a model for
other speaial areas of similar conditiens.,

NERSTRAND WOODS STATE PARK
ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT
SW-27-00742

It is proposed to remodel the picnic area shelter and toilet building,
remodel the campground sanitation building and control erosion in the
picnic area.

The current estimated cost of the proposal is $10,500.

The remodeling of the two buildings will require closure to the pubTlic
for a short time.

The erosion control will reduce the amount of silt washed into Prairie
Creek.

Only one building will be remodeled at one time. A sign will direct
park users to the other building so that toilet facilities will always
be available. The work will be done during times of Tow park use to
avoid inconveniencing many park users.

The erosion control will stabilize the hillside.

There is no reasonable alternative to these projects short of closing
some of the park's facilities.

Addendum to Environmental Assessment submitted with LW27-00742.

Description of the Proposed Action - Nerstrand Woods State Park

was created by an act of the Minnesota State Legislature in

1945.

The Minnesota Department of Natural Resources intends to provide

additional recreational opportunities at Nerstrand Woods State

Park through the acquisition and development of private lands with-

in the park's authorized boundaries.

The Bureau of Outdoor Recreation, as the Federal administering
Agency of the Land and Water Conservation Fund, proposes to
participate with the State of Minnesota in the development of

land at Nerstrand Weoods State Park.

Nerstrand Woods State Park is located in southeast Minnesota
(Rice County), approximately 16 miles southeast of Northfield

on county road twenty-seven.

It is proposed to rehabilitate the toilet and picnic shelter
building,; the campground sanitation building, and erosion con=-
trol in the picnic area. The present estimated cost of this
proposal is $10,500.00. It is anticipated that this project will

be completed within one construction season.

Additional information is provided in the environmental assess-

ment submitted on 10-25-76.




Description of the Environment - The description of the environ-

ment is covered in the assessment submitted with LAWCON Project

LW27-00742,

Environmental Impact of the Proposed Action - Due to the nature

of the proposed action the overall environmental impacts of the

. project on the physical environment will be minimal. There will
be no impacts on the tax base as the land has been in state
possession for some time. Impacts on the economy will be realized

thru the expenditure of public funds.

The rehabilitation of the toilet and picnic shelter building, and
the campground sanitation building, will cause a minimal amount
of soil compaction and flora resource disruption, however the
overall benefits .outweigh the adverse impacts. The erosion con-
trol measures will reduce the amount of silt waghed into Prairie

Creek. ' §

Mitigating Measures Included in the Action - Mitigating measures

in this action are minimal. The rehabilitation proposed will
cause a small amount of flora disruption but it is expected

to be very minimal. The disrupted plant life will be replaced

by reseeding or replanting. The erosion control is a mitigating

measure by itself.
