Thank you for your letter of June 23 regarding the name changes originally
submitted by the Washington County Board of Commissioners, April 2, 1963.

I am sorry that I neglected to explain the matter. Your question is indeed
justified. ¥

Yes, there are discrepancies in the names. After investigation and research
the Minnesota Geographic Board and the United States Board on Geographic
Names voted to accept only one of the three names as submitted by the reso-
lution -- Grey Cloud Channel. The other two suggested names did not follow
either accepted usage or historical precedent., The state board agreed,
however, that the various names for these bodies of water did cause con-
fusion and it therefore acted to give official names to the features,

The full decision reads as follows:

BALDWIN. LAKE in Mississippi River near Grey Cloud Island. U.S. Geol. Survey
Quad, St. Paul Park, Minn, 1951 edition) T 26, 27 N, R 22 W between Lower
Grey Cloud Island and western shore of Mississippi at the southern boundary

of Washington County. To clarify name, Not Lake Baldwin, Lake Balden, Balden
Lake, Moore Lake or Grey Cloud Lake. Baldwin Lake is name in use and it so
appears In U,S, Geol, Survey and U.S. Corps of Engineers charts for the area.

If the State Board approves the change, it will then be
forwarded to the United States Ceographic Board, which, of
course, has national jurisdiction.

No further action will be taken by the State Board until we
hear from you concerning this matter.
