A detachment of the Volunteer Engincer Regi-
ment, two hundred and fifty strong, under com-
mand of Col. E. W, Serrell, also accompanied the
troops from this Post.

On arriving at Mackie's Point, Col. Serrell was
attached to the staff of the General Commanding,
and Lt. Col. James F'. Hall npon whom the command
to;' the detachment devolved, was ordered to report

me. -

The' embarkation from this Point was effected
duringgithe afternoon of the 21st, and was complot-
ed at dusk, the troops being distributed on the
trangports as follows :

After the embarkation the vesscls of the Exﬁ-
dition moved into the places, preseribed by tho
order of sailing.

Between nine and ten o’clock in the evening L
reccived a verbal order from the Brigadier Gencral
Commanding, to detail one hundred and seven of-
ficers and men to emba k in the b ats of the men

Captain Gray of the 7th Conn. with ninety-five
men, was directed to proceed up Broad River he-
yond Mackie’s Point. and land in the rear of the

! pickets, and cut oft' their retreat in the divection of

Pocotaligo. The remaining twelve men under
command of Lient. S. M. sSmith of the 3d Regt.
N. H. Vols. were directed to proceed up the Poco-
taligo River, and capture the pickets upon Bray’s
1 have reccived no written report from
Captain Gray, but I learned from him verbally
that under the guidance of the negro guide fur-
nished to him, he asceaded Broad River some three
miles above Mackie’s I'oint, a distance much be-
yond the proper point for a landing, and when the
error was discovered it was too late to effect his
object. Lt.Smith was more fortunate ; he landed
undiscovered, and by a judicions disposition of his
men succeeled in capturing one lieutenant and
three men of the enemy, together with theirhorses.
I enclose Licut. Smith’s report.

Owing to the sailing signal being unobserved or
misunderstood, much confusion and delay ocenr-
red in the movements of the vessels on which my
command was embarked, and they did not arrive
at the point of debarkation until long after the
anticipated time. 'The Hasfon, on which were my
own Headquarters, did not arrive until nearly 8
o’clock A. M. of the 2:d, and the gunhoats Mar-
blehead and Wulerwitch were delayed until a very
late period of the day.

Upon my arrival I found that the debarkation of
the troops already arvived wos proceeding, and I
immediately commenced landing the men upou my
own vessel.

I here received orders from the Geuneral com-
manding to form my own brigade in column, right
in front, immediately in rear of the flest brigade,
and to put the whole force in motion tow gt}co.

I immediately directed Col. Bell of the 4.h N.
1l Vol.., to move his regiment forward, and as
§094 as my own brigade was formed put it in
mazelr, the battary and boat howitzers leading, fol-
lawed by the 76th Pena., the 7th Cobn., the 8d N.
1I., and the En,inecrs,

Finding that the 1st brigade was some distance
in advance, L sent orders to Col. Chattichl to halt
Iis conmand autil my own men should come up.
The whole foree buing united, Lieut, Henry’s sec-
tion o. Artillery joined the 1st brigade,und Lieut.
Gittings’ section juined my own, the Company
of R. 1. Artillery under Capt. J. J. Comstock was
assisned to duty with the boat howitzers.

The eoluinu was then put in motion, but imme-
diataly thereafter I received orders from the Gen-
¢.al Comman to halt, throw out pickets, and
await his arrival. The point at which this halt
was made was some twoand a half or three miles
from the landing. On the Genoral's arrival the
whole force advanced, marching by the flank-

roaching ¢ Framptou’s’’ the sound of ar-
tillexy. was heard at the front, and I soon received
ordars to form column and move forward at the
double quick to support the st brigade, then en-
gaged with. the enemy. I here detaled haif a
company of the 7th Conn. Vols., as a hospital
guard und the remainder of the same company un-
der Capt, Tourtellotte to assist in serving the boat
howitzers.

Tn obedience to further orders from the Command-
ing General, my leading regiment, the 76th Penn.,
was thrown into the woods two hundred yards to
the left of the road to protect the loft flank of the
fivst line, and the 7th Conn. and 8d New Hamp-
shire were deployed on the right and left immedi-
ately in the rear of the batteries, which were main-
t.ining a rapid fire. The brigade remained in this
position for some time, the men lying down and
thus escaping serious damage from the enemy’s

fire. Having reccived orders to that effect, I|Proc

moved forward a short distance beyond the guns,
while a charge upon the battery in ounr front was
executed by troops of the first brignde. The ene-
my being driven from their position, I was ordered
to again advance, 1 attempted to do so in line,
but finding the ground in front densely wooded,
and interseeted by a marsh which could only be
crossed by a causeway, the regiments were brought
into the road by the flank. After passing the
canseway and reaching the firm and open ground
beyond, I threw them again into column, the 8d
N. H. and 7th Conn. on the right of the road, and
the 76:h Penn. on the left.

Having advanced some distance in this forma-
tion, the ground again became broken by woods
and marshes, and I was again obliged to bring my
men into the road,and advance by the flank. Soon
after coming into the road, I received orders from
the General Commanding to send one regiment to
the front at the double quick, and to post another
regiment with one picce of artillery on an ¢bscure
road running into the Pocotuligo road from the
Coosawhatchie road, so as to protect the leftof our
forces from any attack in that divection,

1 sent forward the 76th Penn., and went person-

ally to post the 3d New Hampshire, and one boat
howitzer in the directed position.
- Having accomplished this and coming to the
front, I found the 76th Penn. Vols. and 7th Conn.
already deployed on the left and right of the road
just within the edge of the wood which borders
the marshy banks of the Pocotaligo River, beyond
which the enemy had taken position ; the batteries
heing on the road a little in advance of the line.
Soon ater my arrival our artillery fire was much
diminished owing to the exhaustion of the ammu-
nition, and the fire of the enemy correspondingly
increased.

I therefore ordered forward the flank companies
of the 7th Conn., armed with Sharp’s breech
loading rifles, to open upon them. This order was
obpyed with alacrity, and such was the accuracy
and tremendous rapidity of their fire, that the o]
posing battery was W silenced, and t
enemy’s infantry were to make only a feeble
reply. ;

At about this time the iwo companies of the 76th.
Penn. Vols., under command of Captain Hicks;
which were embarked on the gunboat Waterwitch,
fama up, and Tm t.‘;)rn:]lle? on the left of the artil-

ery, between it and their own regiment, where
they did good service. When thgl enemy’s fire
slackened, I gave the order to cease firing. As
soon as this was done the enemy’s ag.in sprung up.
I then commenced fire from the whole line
from time to time as thelrs was mﬁoﬁod,
again renewing it as theirs revived in eonse-
quence of the cessation of ours, or of the arrival
of their reinforcements.

Prior to the reception of these orders I had re-

exhausted, by the 47th Peon. The 8d New
Hampshire, which was sti.l at some distance to the
left and rear in the position where I had. posted
it, was then brought back to the road its right rest-
ing upon it, the boat howitzer under command of
Ensign Wallace, which had accompanied this
regiment, was brought to the front, where
it fired the last discharge of artillery of the
. The regiments were withdrawn one after the
other successively forming lines to the rear to cover
the withdrawal of each other, the cavalvy occupy-
ing the road at charging distance behind the lines
thus formed. On arriving at the first causeway, 1
found the General Commanding with the troops
first withdrawn, and received from him orders to

eed at once with my hrifade to Maekie’s Point,
and put the régiments in bivouac as they should
arrive.

On my way to that Elace while still between two
and three miles fir , I met coming up, that por-
tion of the 8d R..J§ Art’y under or Rogers
which had been gunboat Marbiehead, and
directed him to command, and report his
azrival to the General Comm.nding.

As fast as {he regjiments came in at the Point
they were plm!d in bivouae in brigade lines at
right angles to the réad, and a fresh supply of am-
muni was served out.

emy. After my artival, I made details from the
regiments of my own brigade, to aid similar de-
tails from the 1st brigade, which under the immedi-
atedirection ofthe General Commanding were bring-
ing in the wounded. As fast as the wounded were
brought in they were placed upon the transports,
both officers and mén, although very weary, work-
ing with great zeal and cheerfulness to succor their
disabled comrades, The re-embarkation of the
troops commenced at about 8 o’clock A. M. of the
23d, and was completed at sunset; the 55th Penn.
Vols., three companies of which had been substi-
tuted for the Rhode Islind detachment as pickets
in the afternoon, being the last to leave the Pyint.
In the afternoon several pickets and videttes of the
enemy were seen by our outposts, but they re-
mained at a respecffil distance and made no eflort
to annoy them.

During the whole of the 22d nothing could sur-
pass the coolness and firmness of both officers and
men of my command, Where all have done their
duty so manfully, it is difficult to single out indi-
viduals for especial commendation, but I desire to
express my thanks to Cols. Hawley, Jackson, and
Strawbridge, to Lt, Col. Hall, and to Lieut. E.
Gittings (wounded) of the battery.

The courage and good conduct of all these gen-
tlemen, deserves the highest approbation of the

I have the honor to submit the following report of
the part taken by the 1st Brigade in the battles of
the 22d of October.
After meeting the enemy in his first position, he
was driven back by the skirmishing Lne, consisting
of two Companics of the 6th Conn., one of the
47th Pa., and one of the 65th Pa., under my com-
mand ; here the enemy only fired a few rounds of
shot and shell He then retreated and assumed
another position, and immediately .opened. fire.
Col. Chatfleld, then in command of the Brigade,
ordered the 47th Pa. forward to me, with orders to
charge. Iimmediately charged, and drove the
enemy from the second position. The 6th Conn
was deployed in my rear and left; the 65th Pa. on
my right, and 4th N. H. in the rear of the 65th,
both in close columns by divisions; all under a
heavy fire of shell and canister. These regiments
then crossed the causeway by the flank, and moved
close up to the woods. Here thoy were halted,
with orders to support the artillery.
After the enemy had ceased firing, the 4th N.
H. was ordered to move up the road in the rear of
the Artillery, and fwo companies of the 47th Pa.
to follow this regiment. The 6th Conn. followed
up, and the 55th moved up. through the woods.
At this juncture Col. Chatfleld fell seriously
wounded, and Lieut. Col. Speidell was also wound-
ed. The casualties in the 47th Pa., amounted to
96 men. As yet I was unable to learn the loss of
the entire brigade.

The enemy having fled, the 4th N. H., and the
55th Pa. followed in close pursuit. During this
time, the 47th Pa. and the 6th Conn. halted, and
again organized ; after which they followed.

On coming np to the engagement, I assumed
command of the Brigade, and found the forces ar-
ranged in the following order.

The 4th N. H. was deployed as skirmishers
along the entirve front, the 55th Pa. deployed in
line of battle on the left side of the road, imme-
diately in the rear of the 4th N. H.

I then ordered the 6th Conn. to deploy in the
rear of the 55th Pa. and the 47th Pa. to deploy on
the right side of the road in line of battle, and
relieve the 7th Conn. I then ordered the 4th
N. H. which had spent all its ammunition, back
under cover, on the road in the wocds. The
enemy meantime kept up a terrific fire of grape and
infantry, to which we replied with terrible effect.
At this point, the orders were given to retire, and
the 47th Pa. and 7Tth ( onn. formed the rear guard.

Ithen ordered the 47th Pa. to keep its position,
and the 6th Conn. to march by the flank into the
road and to the rear.

The 4th N. H.aud 56th Pa. to follow. The
troops of the 2d Lirigade were meanwhile retiring.
After the whole column was in motion, and a line
of battle established by the 7th_Conn., about one
thousand yards in the rear of the 47th Pa., I or-
dered the 47th to retire by the flank, and establish
a line of battle one thousand yards in the rear of
the Tth Conn. After which, the 7th Conn. moved
by the flank to the rear, and established a line of
battle one thousand yards in the rear of the 47th,
and thus retiring, alternately establishing lines,
until we reached Frampton Creck, where we were
relieved from this duty by the 4th N.H. We
arrived at the landing at 8 o’clock the morning of

the 28d inst.

1 he casualties of the 6th Conn. are thirty-four,
in killed and wounded, and the 47th Pa., one hun-
dred and twelve in killed and wounded. As to the
remaining regiments, I have as yet received no
report.

Carrary :—I have the honor to report my share
in the recent operations against the Charleston and
Savannah railroad ; In accordance with orders from
Gen’l Mitchel, received on the evening of the
90th inst., I left this Post at 8 o’clock A. M., on
the 21st inst., with three hundred men of the 48th
N. Y.Vols.,and fifty men of 3d Rhode Island Artii-
lery (the latter under command of Captain John
H. Gould) with three days cooked, and seven days
uncooked rations—on board the armed transport,
Planier.

On arriving at Hilton Head I received instruc-
tions as to my number in the line of the fleet, and
also directions to report to Brigadier General
Brannan, wlio commanded the expedition on
reaching Mackeys Point, for further orders. Soon
after daylight on the momning of the 22d,I repor.
ted to General Brannan on board the Ben Deford,
and was directed by him to proceed with my com-
mand up the Coosawhatchie river—as near to the

My Dear Father,

I received last night, a letter from you dated the 12th which I now
will try to answer. I had been looking for a letter from you, for a day
or two, and had begun to think I was not going to get any more letters
from home. And while in the mood I wrote a letter to Sandy in answer to
his which I suppose you will get tonight. Whatever I have said in it,
you may let go for what it is worth. I am still enjoying good health and
I hope that you are all doing the same. Now I suppose you think I have
been writing to the boys to get money to go another term. It seems so by
the way you Lecture me. Now I never did any such thing. I wrote to them
asking for money to pay the music Teacher and letting them know your decision
about my coming home. I told them that I was sorry I could not stay and it
would be hard to leave my studies but that I thought that you were right

and not to say anything against it. Of course they cannot help knowing

that I would like to stay as you must, too And now that this term is begin-
ning to wear away, it almost seems like I could not leave. Our classes
are more interesting than ever and at the beginning of next term He [?]

is going to start a class in Natural Philosophy and Book keeping and I do
want to get a good start in Algebra, so that I might study it right along
next summer while I am teaching, and also that I may pass a good examina-
tion in it and get a Second grade instead of a Third in the Spring, for if
I stay through the Spring term I can get a Second grade certificate, and
that is what I am working for.

I had a letter from Tom and he says I must not think of leaving until after
the Spring term. He said that they have no need of it, that if you could

not pay for me He would. He said he would not hear of such a thing. Now
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I know you will be very angry with him when you read this letter. But

I cannot help talking so for it is such a very great temptation for me to
say after what Tom says and I want you to remember that I have not written
to them anything about what I have told you. Now the money they are earning
will either have to be used by you or put out at interest and what better
use could it be put to than giving me this Winter's Schooling. I am sure
that used that way it will return more interest in time, than if you lent

it out at 100 percent. And as this is the first chance I have had for
getting Knowledge Why not let me have the remaining part of the Winter.
