Thanks to the generosity of our donors, 18 Access high school juniors were
able to go on an all-expenses paid East Coast College Tour.

During spring break Access students visited nine top-rated universities and colleges
on the East Coast in Massachusetts, Connecticut, and New York City.

While affluent families typically include college visits as part of their pre-college
selection process, many students cannot afford such trips. Nonetheless, visiting
colleges, even those that students may not ultimately choose to attend, provides
valuable benefits.

These visits allow students to broaden their horizons by exploring a range of
educational institutions and traveling to states outside of California, a luxury never
experienced by most of our students. During this trip, they can immerse themselves
in different cities, experience various campus cultures, explore academic programs,
and familiarize themselves with campus facilities. This exposure deepens their
understanding of the world they live in and what they seek in a college or university.



They can compare their experiences, refine their preferences, and establish
priorities.

College visits offer students opportunities to develop essential skillslike
interviewing, networking, and navigating unfamiliar environments. These skills
contribute to their personal growth and future endeavors. Ultimately, even if a
particular college or university is not their preference, the experience gained from
visiting contributes to their overall development and helps them make more informed
decisions in the future.

These visits empower high school juniors to make well-informed choicesabout
their future education by expanding their understanding of options, exposing them to
out-of-state environments, providing cultural experiences, giving insight into the
college experience, inspiring their continued pursuit of post-secondary education,
and increasing the likelihood of college degree completion.

One of the college visit trip's highlights is connecting with Access
program college students enrolled in the colleges and universities they visit, as their
perspectives provide valuable insights into campus life.
