FACTS OF THE CASE
This case is related to a Petition to Terminate Parental Rights. Gabriela Moreno Alvarez is the

mother of the minor child named herein.

REQUEST
Petitioner has been unable to serve the Respondent, Gabriela Moreno Alvarez (“Respondent”)
after an exhaustive effort. Petitioner hereby requests that the Court issue an Order for Service by
Publication for a minimum period of once a week for four (4) consecutive weeks in the online
legal notice publication, Global Legal Notices®, a website of general circulation in Mexico,
which specializes in service by publication and which provides numerous benefits over

traditional print newspapers. Their publication policy is to publish the Order, any notices, and all



court-issued documents continuously for a period of four (4) consecutive weeks, which excecds
statutory requirements.

ARGUMENT
Petitioner has attempted unsuccessfully to locate and scrve the Respondent utilizing traditional
service of process methods. However, there is no known address for the Respondent and there is
no available method to scrve the Respondent in Mexico other than service by publication.
A thorough and careful search for the home address for the Respondent was conducted and
submits to this court the Declaration of Due Diligence Search attached as Exhibit “A”, showing
the steps taken to locate a valid address for scrvice of the Respondent.
The only available alternative method of service is service by publication. However, newspapers
in Mexico do not allow for publication of legal notices due to the lack of a law providing such
method. The only known method for service by publication in Mexico is through Global Legal
Notices® which provides a more thorough method to give actual notice to the Respondent, as
described on their legal notice website at www.GlobalLegalNolices.com.
This method allows for a greater opportunity to give actual notice to the Respondent than service
by publication in a traditional newspaper. It provides publication of the Court Order, plus the
entirc sct of Court-issucd documents. Further, the publication period exceeds the customary
once a week for four (4) consecutive weeks by continually publishing the documents for an
indefinite period, or as directed by the Court. In addition, a Google search by the Respondent’s
name and country will typically appear on page one of the Google search after approximately §

days, thus, providing a greater opportunity to give actual notice to the Respondent.



POINTS AND AUTHO S
The U.S. Supreme Court in Mullane v. Central Hanover Trust & Bank Co., 22 ILL.339,
U.S. 306, 70 S. Ct. 652, 94 L. Ed. 865 (1950), found that, “J¢ is a logical step forward in the
evolution of civil procedure that the use of new technologies in common communication be
utilized.”
U.S. courts have reasoned that service by publication on foreign defendants is permitted
under Federal Rules of Civil Procedure 4(F)(3). Rule 4 allows service of process on a
foreign individual:
(1) by internationally agreed upon means of service reasonably calculated to give notice;
(2) by areasonably calculated method as prescribed by the country’s law for service for
general actions or as the foreign authority directs to a letter rogatory; or (3) by other
means not prohibited by international agreement. Because the 1993 amendments to
FRCP 4(F) urge that FRCP (4)(3) be construed liberally, the courts have interpreted
FRCP 4(F)(3) as authorizing them to utilize technological advancements for serving
foreign defendants.
Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, Rule 4((3)(1) provides that “Service of an individual . . .
may be effected in any judicial district of the United States pursuant to the law of the state
in which the district court is located . . .”
Further, Tennessee law allows for service by publication, upon Court order, if a valid address for

service cannot be found.

CONCLUSION
Global Legal Notices® offers an improved method of providing actual notice to a Respondent
of a pending lawsuit while satisfying the Court’s requirements for service by publication.

It is widely held that service by publication has a limited success rate in providing actual

notice to a Respondent that a legal case is pending. Yet, courts routinely issue an Order
allowing for service by publication in a newspaper, either print or online, as a last resort
method to complete service of process.
Wherefore, Petitioner respectfully requests that the Court issue an Order for Service by

Publication in the instant case.

5. Search using Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, MySpace, YouTube,

TikTok, Google+, WhatsApp, WeChat, Line and Foursquare.

Result: Numerous similar names were located but none were a

match to Alvarez.

6. Attempted service at last known address in Mexico (see

Declaration of Non-Service). Result: Invalid address.

7. AR11 available online telephone directories for Mexico.

Result: no listings were found.

8. Criminal index for Mexico. Result: Nothing found.

9. Search of business licenses in Queretaro and Celaya, Mexico.

Result: Nothing found.
10. Search of public medical facilities and hospitals in

Queretaro and Ceyala, Mexico. Result: Nothing found.

11. Search of the Mexico national registry. Result: There

are over 300 possible matches of individuals in Mexico. None

of them match the Respondent.

12. Search using TLO (TransUnion) for name and last probable

state of residence. Results: Nothing found.

13. Additional database searches revealed 23 possible

matches. Each available data was investigated and determined
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to be invalid.

14. Other steps, not required for publication, were taken to
locate Alvarez. Result: All were unsuccessful.

15. The addresses searched were provided from the following

sources: Petitioner, and obtained in —course of our

investigation.

16. SUMMARY : Based upon all available information, I am

unable to locate and serve Alvarez.

17. CONCLUSION: There is no available address for service

upon Alvarez.
18. RECOMMENDATION: Service by publication. However,
newspapers in Mexico will not publish legal notices which
originate in foreign nations. The only known method of

service by publication is through Global Legal Notice, LLC

(www.GloballegalNotices.com). Service by publication using

that source is more likely to give actual notice to Alvare:z

than traditional newspaper publication, as described on the

website on the page “Comparison Chart.”

This Petition, filed by the State of Tennessee, Department of Children’s Services
(“DCS”), by and through its duly authorized representative, Kendra Shackleford, seeks
an order terminating the parental rights of the Respondent, Gabriela Moreno Alvarez, to
the child, Zoe Gabriela Ramirez Moreno. In support of this petition, the Department

would show the Court as follows:
1. The order sought would sever forever all of the Respondent’s rights,

responsibilities, and obligations, if any, with respect to the subject child and shall likewise
terminate all rights and obligations of the child to the Respondent arising from the
parental relationship. The order sought would place the child in the guardianship of the

State of Tennessee, granting it the right to place the child for adoption and to consent to
any adoption. If the order is issued, the Respondent shall have no further right to notice

of adoption proceedings; no right to object to the child’s adoption; and no relationship,

legal or otherwise, with the child.



2. A medical and social history of the child and the child's biological family

has been completed to the extent possible pursuant to T.C.A. § 36-1-111(j).
I. JURISDICTION AND VENUE

L This Court has jurisdiction over this case pursuant to T.C.A. §§ 36-1-113, 37-
1-104 and 37-1-147.

2. Venue is proper in Knox County pursuant to T.C.A. §§ 36-1-113(c)(4) and -
114 and 37-1-111, in that the child is a ward of the State of Tennessee Department of
Children’s Services, Knox County Office and is subject to the jurisdiction of the Knox
County Juvenile Court.

3. Pursuant to the Uniform Child'Custody and Jurisdiction Enforcement Act,
T.C.A. §§ 36-6-201 - 243, DCS states that it has not participated in any other proceeding
concerning the custody of the child, that DCS does not know of any other proceedings
that could affect this action, and that DCS does not know of any other person not a party
to this proceeding who has physical custody of the child or claims rights of legal custody
or physical custody of or visitation with the child, except as otherwise noted in this
petition.

II. PARTIES

Petitioner incorporates all previous paragraphs by reference, and further alleges
as follows:

1. Petitioner is the current custodian of the child. The Knox County Juvenile .
Court adjudicated the child dependent and neglected on July 11, 2023 after issuing an
emergency protective custody order placing the child in temporary state custody on
November 12, 2021. The child has been in foster care continuously since the Juvenile
Court’s protective custody order. '

2, The child, Zoe Gabriela Ramirez Moreno was born to Gabriela Moreno
Alvarez and Noe Ramirez Gastelum on August 13, 2012 in Mexico. The father's parental
rights will be addressed in a separate petition.

3. A copy of the child’s birth certificate is attached.

4. Respondent Gabriela Moreno Alvarez’s whereabouts are unknown.



5. The State has consulted with the putative father registry of the State of
Tennessee, as required by T.C.A. § 36-1-113(d)(3)(A)(i). Upon consultation it was found
that there are no claims of paternity in the registry as to the child. No other paternity
claims exist.

6.  Attorney Erika Blalock has been appointed the child’s guardian ad litem.

3. Respondent Gabriela Moreno Alvarez was not in jail or incapacitated in any
way in the past four months.

4, The Department of Children’s Services is in compliance with T.C.A. § 37-2-
403(a)(2)(B), as the Department has provided or attempted to provide Respondents with
a copy of the Criteria for Termination of Parental Rights as required. An English and
Spanish version of the Criteria and Procedures for Termination was sent to the mother

while she was incarcerated.

GROUND IL

SUBSTANTIAL NONCOMPLIANCE WITH PERMANENCY PLAN
T.C.A. §§ 36-1-113(g)(2) and 37-2-403(a)(2

5. After the child came into state custody, the Department of Children’s -
Services created an initial permanency plan for the family to address the issues that

brought the child into care.
6. The initial permanency plan dated February 1, 2022 listed a number of '
requirements that Respondent needed to satisfy before the child could safely be returned

home.



7. The Department reviewed the plan with the mother via telephone. This
child’s older brother provided translation assistance for the plan that was sent to the
mother.

8. The Juvenile Court of Knox County ratified the initial permanency plan on
February 15, 2022 as in the child’s best interest and found that the requirements for the
Respondent were reasonably related to remedying the reasons for foster care.

9. The initial plan required Gabriecla Moreno Alvarez to complete the
following tasks:

a. Comply with DCS while incarcerated and inform DCS of her release.

b. Obtain and maintain safe and stable housing and provide proof to
DCS.

c. Complete a mental health assessment and follow the
recommendations.

d. Complete an alcohol and drug assessment and follow the
recommendations.

e. Complete age appropriate parenting classes.

f. "'Obtain and maintain a legal source of income and provide proof to
DCS.

g. Visit with the child regularly.

h. Comply with the basic expectations of a parent who has a child in
foster care: comply with court orders and cooperate with DC and
service providers; maintain contact with the FSW and notify of any
changés in circumstances; provide verification of the completion of
the tasks on the play; and pay child support. .

10.  The permanency plan was revised on August 2, 2022 and June 27, 2023. The
revised plan reiterated the requirements in the initial plan. The revised plan gave
Respondent until February 2, 2023 and December 27, 2023 respectively.

11.  Respondent Gabriela Moreno Alvarez is in substantial noncompliance with

the responsibilities and requirements set out for them in the permanency plans. The



mother has not completed any of the assessments. She has not maintained visitation with
the child. She has not maintained compliance with the basic expectations of a parent who
has a child in foster care. She-has not paid child support. She has not completed
parenting classes. She has not provided any evidence of housing or income.
GROUND I1I.
FAILURE TO ASSUME CUSTODY OR FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY
T.C.A. § 36-1-113(g)(14

12. Respondent Gabriela Moreno Alvarez failed to manifest, by act or omission,
an ability and willingness to personally assume legal and physical custody or financial.
responsibility of the child. '

13.  Placing the child in the legal and physical custody of Respondent Gabriela
Moreno Alvarez would pose a risk of substantial harm to the physical or psychological
welfare of the child.

BEST INTEREST
T.C.A. §36-1-113(i)

Petitioner incorporates all previous paragraphs by reference, and further alleges
as follows:

The Department of Children’s Services would show that, after having found that
grounds exist to terminate the parental rights of a Respondent, the Court must then
analyze whether or not it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted. DCS
would further show that the nonexclusive list of best interest factors which the Court -
must consider are contained in Tennessee Code Annotated § 36-1-113(i).

1 The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1) (A) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert it is in the best interest of the minor child for termination to be granted as
to the Respondent, in that termination of parental rights will have a positive impact on
the child’s critical need for stability and continuity of placement throughout the child’s
minority. The child has been in the foster home since December 14, 2021. She is doing
well in home and all of her needs are met. She is placed with an older sibling who will



remain in the foster home after he turns eighteen. Thus, DCS would show that this
factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

2. The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(B) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best in’cer;est for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, in that a change of. caregivers and physical environment from the child's
current placement would likely have a negative effecf on the child’s emotional,
psychological and/or medical condition. The child is thriving in the foster home and all
of her needs are met. She is doing well in school. Thus, DCS would show that this
factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

3. DCS would show that the best interest factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-
113(i)(1)(C) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS would assert that it is in the child's
best interest for termination to be granted as to the Respondent, in that the parent has
not demonstrated continuity and stability in meeting the child’s basic material,
educational, housing and safety needs. The mother has not met any of this child’s
needs since she was placed in foster care. Thus, DCS would show that this factor
weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

4, DCS would show that the best interest factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-
113(i)(1)(D) is applicable in this mattey. Thus, DCS would assert that it is in the child’s
best interest for termination to be granted as to the Respondent, in that the parent and
child does not have a secure and healthy parental attachment. Further, there is nota
reasonable expectation that the parent will be able to create such an attachment. The
mother has abandoned the child to foster care. Thus, DCS would show that this factor
weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

5. DCS would show that the best interest factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-
113(i)(1)(E) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS would assert that it is in the child’s
best interest for termination to be granted as to the Respondent, in that the parent has
not maintained regular visitation or other contact with the child. The mother has not



visited the child since she was placed in foster care. Thus, DCS would show that this
factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

6. The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(F) is applicable in this matter.
Thus, DCS would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be
granted as to the Respondent, because the child is fearful of returning to the parent’s
home. Prior to custody, the child was in the care of relatives. She has not been cared
for by the mother or in her home in many years. Thus, DCS would show that this factor
weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

7. DCS would show that the best interest factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-
113(i)(1)(G) is not applicable in this matter and does not weigh in favor of, or against,
termination.The Department of Children's Services has no information that the mother’s
home would trigger or exacerbate the child’s experience of trauma or post-traumatic
symptoms. | .
8. The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(H) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to
the Respondent, because the child has created a healthy parental attachment with
another person or persons in the absence of the parent. 'fhe child has developed a
healthy attachment to the foster parerit who wishes to adopt the child. Thus, DCS
would show that this factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental
rights.

9. The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(I) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to
the Respondent, because the child has emotionally significant relationships with
persons other than parent and caregivers, including biological or foster siblings, and
will not negative impact the child’s access to information about the child's heritage.



Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s
parental rights.

10.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(J) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because there is criminal activity in the parent’s home or because the
parent uses alcohol, controlled substances and/ or controlled substances analogues
which render the parent unable to consistently care for the child in a safe and stable
manner. The mother has a criminal history of trafficking illegal substances. Thus, DCS
would show that this factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental
rights.

11.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(K) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the parent has not taken advantage of available programs,
services, or community resources to assist the parent in making a lasting adjustment of
circumstances, conduct and/or conditions. Thus, DCS would show that this factor
weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

12. The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(L) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the Department has made reasonable efforts to assist the parent in
making a lasting adjustment in her conduct or circumstances, but, despite these efforts,
the parent has made no change in her conduct or lifestyle. Thus, DCS would show that
this factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

13.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 361—113(i)(1)(M) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted, because

the parent has not demonstrated a sense of urgency in addressing the circumstance,



conduct, or conditions that made an award of custody unsafe and not in the child’s best
interest. Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs in favor of terminating the
Respondent’s parental rights. '

14. DCS would show that the best interest factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-
113(i)(1)(N) is not applicable in this matter and does not weigh in favor of, or against,
termination.The Department of Children's Services would show that Respondent has
abandoned the child. She has not shown brutality or physical, sexual, emotional, or
psychological abuse or neglect toward the child.

15.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(2)(O) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the parent has never provided safe and stable care for the child.
Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s
parental rights.

16.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(P) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the parent has not demonstrated an understanding of the basic
and specific needs required for the child to thrive. Thus, DCS would show that this
factor weighs in favor of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

17.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(Q) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the parent has failed to demonstrate the ability and commitment
to creating and maintaining a home that meets the child's basic and specific needs and
in which the child can thrive. Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs in favor of
terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

18.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(R) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS



would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the physical environment of the parent’s home is not healthy and
safe for the child. Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs in favor of terminating
the Respondent’s parental rights.

19.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(S) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the parent has failed to consistently provide more than token
financial support for the child. Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs in favor
of terminating the Respondent’s parental rights.

20.  The Department of Children's Services would show that the best interest
factor contained in T.C.A. § 36-1-113(i)(1)(T) is applicable in this matter. Thus, DCS
would assert that it is in the child’s best interest for termination to be granted as to the
Respondent, because the mental or emotional fitness of the parent would be detrimental
to the child and prevent the parent from consistently and effectively providing safe and
stable care and supervision of the child. Thus, DCS would show that this factor weighs
in favor of terminating the Respondents’ parental rights.

Based on the facts and legal arguments stated above, PETITIONER PRAYS:

1 That the Respondent be served with a copy of this petition and be required
to appear and answer. |

2 That, upon hearing, the Court enter a decree forever terminating all the :
parental rights that the Respondent have to the subject child; providing that Respondent
shall have no further right to get notice of proceedings for the adoption of the child, to '
object to the child’s adoption, or to have any relationship, legal or otherwise, with the ;
child; and awarding the complete custody, control and guardianship of the child to the -
Department of Children’s Services with the right to place the said child for adoption and

to consent to such adoption in loco parentis.
