Reflection

What particular challenges did Columban face in evangelizing Gaul and what strategies did he
adopt to meet those challenges? What does that tell us about
enculturating the faith without losing its essence?

When St. Columban was in his mother’s womb, the Lord revealed in a dream to her that he would be a
shining light to the world. the mother took very good care to raise her son correctly in the faith
because of this vision in the dream. Also, Columban had many good spiritual formators, including the
holy woman who advised him to flee the world, and the abbot of the monastery where he was a monk.
This formation, since his childhood, was very important before he went preaching, so that he would
have the strength to preach to the people in Europe. It is the example of his holiness of life that is the
most effective part of his preaching, and this he learned already as a young man. The people there
were already Christians, but they had become very lax in the practice of their faith. They had fallen
into a lot of immoral behavior. In many ways, it reminds us of how our culture has become today. It is
Christian on the surface ( just barely) but underneath people don’t practice the faith at all. It is a new
evangelization that Columban is doing here. He converts people by living his faith, and by his humility
and love. 

St. Columban gives a very good example for us today, in evangelizing our own culture, because he
does not give up, even though he experiences many persecutions. The biggest obstacle that he faces is
the powerful leaders of the people, who do not want things to change. Also, it mentions that even the
bishops turned against him. This is a sad reminder of the terrible divisions that are happening in our
Church today. Very often Christians are harder to evangelize than pagans.
