Prompt 1

Prompt 2

Share a memory that feels important to who you are or to your relationship with the person 
you’re writing to.

Prompt 3 

When I think of you, I feel… 

Let yourself speak honestly here. Love, pride, gratitude, hope — whatever comes up is 
enough.
