Walking the streets of Bedford you would have heard the man swearing and
cursing. A man of very bad reputation. Yet he found the power to change! In prison,
John Bunyan wrote The Pilgrims Progress! A book that has changed, for good,

the lives of thousands of people across the globe! What happened?

John's marriage to Elizabeth, a devout Christian wornan, was a pivotal first step.
John became aware of his sinful lifestyle. His life changed while playing the game
‘tip cat’ on Elstow Green. On hearing a voice within, distinct and clear

“wilt thou leave thy sins, and go to heaven? Or have thy sins and go to hell?”
Now deeply searching and reading the Bible, he found the love, mercy, and
forgiveness of God and the certainty of Heaven.
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John Bunyan was jailed for twelve years. Not for his once bad
behaviour but for preaching, the simple truth from the Bible. An act
of Parliament in 1660 required preachers to conform to the practices
of the Church of England which many preachers, including John,
found to be opposed to the truth of the Bible.

Twelve years suffering in Bedford Gaol! Was it worth it,
just for believing the Bible is true? Does it really matter?
If the Bible is true and there is heaven or hell after death,
what you believe does matter?

Good Friday Jesus was dead, Easter Sunday alive! Resurrected!

There were 24 witnesses reporting they had met, talked with, heard and touched Jesus.
Later 500 people saw Jesus together at one time and place. So what’s your verdict?

Scholars and historians today regard a man called Luke, the author of the Bible's,
Gospel of Luke, as a skilled researcher and historian.

Luke’s evidence comes from eyewitnesses stating they ‘saw Jesus alive with their very
own eyes’. Luke’s writings are supported by historical events and accurate confirmation
of places surrounding the life of Jesus.

‘Writing so that we might know the exact truth’ Luke records the Roman Census of
Qurinius when Jesus parents, Joseph and Mary, went to be registered at the time of the
birth of Jesus.

Written down by eye witnesses

Listen to the man who laid his head on the breast of Jesus at the Last
Supper. The Apostle John wrote ‘what we have heard, what we have
seen with our eyes, which we have looked upon, and touched with
our hands. This is what we proclaim to you....”

During the lifetime of other eye witnesses

How many eye witnesses were there? As many as twelve seperate
appearances of lesus resurrected, alive, there were at least 24 people
present. Finally the Apostle Paul and over 500 people all at one time
and one place.

They report to us supernatural events

Not superhuman but supernatural events. A woman touched Jesus
garment, healed instantly. A man with leprosy healed. Men who were
blind, deaf and mute, spoke, heard and saw again. Many of the same
witnesses who saw Jesus dead on Good Friday and alive on Easter
Sunday saw these things also.

That took place in fulfilment of specific prophecies

The most important Biblical prophecy is recorded one thousand years
before the crucifixion of Jesus Christ. Psalm 22 in the Bible describes
the crucifixion of Jesus in specific detail. Crucifixion first arose in
Roman times, hundreds of years before, and not known of, when the
Psalm was written.
