What does that
mean to you? How does that reality impact the way you think of
yourself and how you treat others?

3. Read John 15:18-27.
In what ways do you see the world hating those who follow Jesus?

What does Jesus promise in verse 26?

How has the Holy Spirit taught and empowered you to tell others
about Jesus?

4. Read John 16:1-15.

What truth stands out to you in these verses?

How will you apply that truth to your own life and take a step of
growth in your spiritual journey?
