Since Jesus is no longer on earth, how does God reveal His love to the
world? What implications does this have for you?

Read John 15:12-13, Romans 12:9-13, Romans 13:8-10, Galatians 5:13-15,
Ephesians 4:1-3, and Hebrews 10:24-25.
