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Questions for Personal Reflection and Group Discussion 
 
1. Read Romans 5:1-5. 
God wastes nothing. According to the Apostle Paul, how does God 
infuse our suffering with purpose? 
 
How have difficulties in your past been used by God to develop 
endurance, character, and hope in your life? 
 
2. Read 2 Corinthians 3:4-6. 
Where does our confidence and qualification come from? And what 
are we confident and qualified for? 
 
Is this truth impacting the way you think and live? How are you 
bringing life to those around you? 
 
3. Read 2 Corinthians 3:7-18. 
What difference is there between the glory of God that Moses 
experienced and the glory of God that we experience? Why is the 
glory of the New Covenant better than that of the Old Covenant? 
 
In what ways are you seeing and reflecting the glory of the Lord in 
your life? In what area of your life is the Holy Spirit working to make 
you more and more like Jesus? 
 
4. Read 2 Corinthians 4:1-15. 
What message was Paul preaching so boldly?  
What message is your life declaring to others? 
 
How is God revealing His power through the weak or fragile places in 
your life?  
 
In what ways can you identify with Paul’s words in verses 8-10 right 
now?  
 
In verse 13 Paul references Psalm 116:10 which says, “I believed in God, 
so I spoke.” How has God’s work in your life motivated you to speak 
out about Him?  
 
Who can you encourage this week with your story of how God is 
working in your life?
