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Questions for Personal Reflection and Group Discussion 
 

1. Read Mark 6:17-20. 
What do you learn about Herod from these verses? 
 

What kind of response did Herod have to John’s message? What does 
his response tell you about his heart? 
 

Are there places in your life where your response to truth has been or 
is like Herod’s?  
 

2. Read 1 Samuel 15:1-23. 
What do you learn about Saul in this story? In what way(s) can you 
relate to him? 
 

How did Saul justify his actions to Samuel?  
 

What was the result of Saul’s selective obedience? 
 

3. Read Judges 6:1-40. 
How did Gideon respond to the angel of the Lord?  
 

Can you relate to Gideon’s skepticism and doubt? What things in your 
life have caused you to question God’s character – His faithfulness, 
goodness, and sovereignty? 
 

Have you ever tried to bargain with God or asked Him to prove Himself 
to you? What happened? 
 

4. Read Genesis 22:1-12. 
What does the opening verse of this chapter reveal about what is 
happening in this story? 
 

What do you learn about Abraham from this passage? 
 

What has God asked you to surrender and how have you responded to 
Him? 
 

5. Read Luke 9:23-24. 
What is God asking you to turn from in your life? What keeps you from 
fully surrendering to Jesus?  
 

What does obedience to God look like in your life? Are you picking and 
choosing? Only partially obeying? Negotiating with God? Or fully 
surrendered? What is your next step to becoming more like Jesus?
