14.	 In order to participate in any Annual Concert performances, all fee payments must be current and 
up to date. 

15.	 For purchase of uniform and other miscellaneous items items payments can be made at the studio 
by Cash, EFTPOS, Mastercard or Visa. Upon request these items can be processed by direct debit 
via your Worldpay account with uniform collected after the payment has cleared. 

16.	 If you are enrolling your child in the Elite Generation Extension Program please refer to the 
document “Elite Generation Extension Program” for further information and additional relevant Terms  
and Conditions. 

17.	 Elite classes, with the exception of Senior Elite Musical Theatre and/or Elite/Open Tap, are only 
available to students enrolled in the full program.
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Code of Conduct
