Feeding the Beast

Giant breeds need more food... but not just more.

Focus on joint health, bloat prevention, and portion control.

Feed twice daily to prevent scarf-and-barf.

Pro tip: Raised feeder bowls help reduce bloat risk in large breed (by the way - 

we’ve got one in the works for Q3!)

Bonus Tip: Wondering how much to feed your beast? Most adult dogs need 

20–30 calories per pound of body weight per day.

• Couch Potato: 20 cal/lb

• Moderately Active: 25 cal/lb

• High Energy: 30 cal/lb

Example: 120-lb Mastiff, moderately active = 120 x 25 = 3,000 cal/day

Prepping Your Home for a Big Ass Dog

Drool Rags

You cannot have enough of them. Stash ‘em everywhere—hallways, couches, cars, 

pockets. You didn’t realize you were inviting Niagara Falls into your home... 

surprise! It was such a problem for us, we designed our own solution: Big Ass Drool 

Rags—super absorbent with built-in hand pockets so you can stay dry(ish) during 

impact.

Cleaner

Stock up like you're prepping for a droolpocalypse. You’ll be scrubbing... mysterious 

substances off walls, floors, cabinets—maybe even the ceiling. We recommend 

Griot’s Garage Interior Cleaner: tough on gunk, safe for materials and snoots.

Paint

Floors

You want surfaces that are easy to clean and provide grip. Slippery floors turn 

senior dogs into unwilling figure skaters. Think washable meets “no broken hips, 

thanks.”

Travel Tips for Big Ass Adventures

Tip #1: Get In Like a Boss

The single most important thing? Make it easy for your dog to get in and out of the 

car. Our everyday ride of choice? A minivan. Yup. Uncool? Maybe. Effective? 

Absolutely. Nobody’s judging your wheels when there’s a legend in the back seat. 

No minivan? You’ll want a ramp or solid steps—because lifting a 50-pound pup is one 

thing... lifting a 150-pound couch-dog is a whole other beast.
