Entries: Pre-entry closing date is August 28, 2024. Office fee for entries postmarked/emailed by this date will be at pre-entry office
fee of $20. Post entries accepted only by EMAIL or in office to secretary only after closing date with office fee of $30. Adding classes
to a pre-entered horse will be $5/class after closing date. Payment by check or Credit will not be required until check-in. Post entry
WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED for dressage and western dressage. NO EXCEPTIONS. All other classes may be entered on site. Pre-entries
are encouraged for expedited gate admissions and preferred stabling assignments. One horse per entry form. One form per breed
entry. Please refer to the entry form for class fees. Entry confirmation will be sent to email on entry form for initial gate 6 access at
move-in. Copies of horse registration papers and current membership cards must accompany entries for all owners and exhibitors.
Stall Reservation form required with entries.

Payment: Checks payable to EXPO NM. You may send an entry by email without payment to secretary. Be aware of the secretary
listed for your event. To obtain back number, each horse will need to submit health certificate (dated within 30 days) and leave an
open check or credit card form. W-9 and liability form for every exhibitor must be completed before competing. Adult signature is
required for minors. Bad checks and declined credit cards incur $50/occurrence fee. Prize money will not be paid on outstanding
accounts and bad debt will be reported to sanctioning organizations as well as state authority for collection. You do not need to send
payment with entry.

Check-In: All entries will be assigned stalls when they enter Gate 6. There is a Horse Hut office that will greet you and show you your
stall area. Please be prepared with your confirmation of entry and health papers to proceed to unloading. When your horses are
settled, office in the indoor horse complex will check you in. Please refer to the New Mexico Livestock Board website for further
requirements by state.

Check-Out: Health papers will be returned upon closing of account and proper payment completed at the end of the show in show
office. Gate 6 attendants may verify your health papers upon departure. The health and safety of your horses is our top priority and
these requirements will be enforced.

Office: Will be open 1 hour before the start of the competition daily and stay open at least 1 hour after final class. Check-in for
groups of 6 or more are advised to contact the secretary for a time slot.

Scratched/Added classes: There is no refund on entries after the closing date without a vet certification of inability to show due to
injury or illness. No refunds of any fees or classes after the closing date for any other reason accepted. Scratched classes will not be
refunded. Classes may be added at the show for $5/class post entry fee.

Feed & Bedding: Shavings and feed may be pre-ordered on entry form for $11/bag to be ready at your stalls on arrival. Post
entries/On-site orders are at show office. No outside shavings are allowed without veterinary certification of medical need.

Arenas: Indoor arena 117’ x 250". Outdoor arenas 125; x 264’. Footing is sandy loam in all arenas.

Stall Assignments: Pre-entered horses may request stall areas. We cannot guarantee those stalls will be available. Groups of horses
or trainers should submit entries together to be stabled in a group with stall reservation form. Stalls may be occupied after 5pm the
night before the event and must be vacated at the end of the day of show entered. Stalls will be assigned to all horses entered at
$25/night or day. Horses not using stalls must pay a grounds fee of $25/night or day. Only one animal per stall. Tack rooms must be
added to a horse’s entry to reserve at the rate of $25/night or day. The stall chart will be available at the Gate 6 entry Horse Hut. Kim
Fay will be your concierge to assist in finding your assignments and getting you check-in efficiently upon arrival. NEW MEXICO STATE

Parking: Designated unloading zones have a 45-minute limit. There is no parking in barn aisles or leaving trailers unhooked for any
reason. Vehicle parking for exhibitors will be available, on a limited basis, in the Gate 6 area with parking pass. Each horse entered
will include 1 parking pass and 2 admission tickets. Any additional passes and admissions will need to be purchased at the horse
show office during check-in. Support vehicles during set up will need to purchase additional passes for show days. Entry for horse
trailers and exhibitors is Gate 6 at the northwest corner of the grounds. This is south of Lomas on the east side on San Pedro (across
from McDonald’s). This is south of Lomas on the east side on San Pedro (across from McDonald’s). You must turn RIGHT (drive north
from Central). Gate 6 is open from 6am to 9pm daily. After hours arrivals/departures use Gate 3, which is further south on San Pedro
at the Copper stop light.

Trailer Parking: There is no on-site trailer parking. The armory located at 600 Wyoming Blvd., Albuquerque, NM 87123 is a secure
site for trailers to be unhooked while you show. Parking in lot at gate 6 is for passenger vehicles only. You may obtain trailer tags at
the horse show office or at Gate 6 Horse hospitality Hut with matching serial numbers to your parking pass. Map is available at show
office. You have the option to show out of your hooked trailer by parking in the far east roping arena limited to daytime only and pay
a grounds fee.

Prize List Corrections/Changes: The NM state Fair reserves to itself the final and absolute right to interpret these Competition
Requirements, to fairly and impartially settle, determine all matters, questions and differences in regard thereto, or otherwise arising
out of or connected with or incident to the Show, and the right to amend or add to these Competition Requirements as its judgments
may determine. The NM State Fair reserves the right to cancel events or change scheduling if determined necessary. See each
division for any specific or special Competition Requirements.

Dogs: No dogs are allowed in competition arenas or warm-up areas.
Motorized Vehicles: No golf carts or private motorized vehicles are allowed.

Protective Headgear: Any rider may wear protective headgear in any division or class without penalty from the judge. USEF
strongly encourages all riders to wear protective headgear. It is the responsibility of the rider, parent, guardian, or trainer of the
junior exhibitor to see that the headgear worn complies with safety standards and is properly fitted and in good condition.

Prize Money & Awards: Payouts will be issued to the exhibitor of the class within 30 days. W-9 and full account payment required
for all entries. Buckles will be awarded onsite at the conclusion of each show. Added raffles for sponsor products will be picked daily!
Ribbons will be awarded through 6% place. We encourage selfies at the NEW horse show back drop this year!

Photographers: Lauren Aston Photography and Morning Glory Studios will be covering arenas for competition photos.
Both will have booths in the front foyer area and online galleries to view and purchase your winning moments.

Sponsorships: At least $15,000 of guaranteed money will be awarded thanks to the NM State Fair! Added sponsor money will
continue to be accepted for each division through August 28. Please consider sponsorship to add more money to your division.
Sponsor forms are available on the Fair website. Arena Banner sponsorships are also available to show your support of this great
event and get your business in front of a major public audience!

Gate Calls: The two-minute gate will be enforced. The gate will close two minutes after the first horse enters the ring or in cases
with large classes taking more than two minutes, after the entry of the final horse in a continuous string of horses. If tack changes
are necessary, it is the exhibitor’s responsibility to notify the gate person and request a three-minute gate hold. Note: Due to
unforeseeable problems with the mechanical devices, the paddock and barn calls over the PA system must be considered a
COURTESY. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to be sure that his/her horse is at the gate at the prescribed time.

Refusal of Entry/Protest: All decisions made by the Judge and/or Show Management are final and cannot be protested. Show
Management reserves the right to ask any exhibitor to leave the show grounds for any reason including but not limited to
unsportsmanlike like conduct, intoxication, and animal cruelty.

Embrace: This is a new format for the NM State Fair. Many local non-profit horse clubs and volunteers are working hard with the Fair Commission and
Expo Staff to create a fun and safe event for all. Please help us to make this a great experience with kindness and patience. Horse showing is about
FUN and you have a large audience of kids who want to be just like you when they grow up! We all represent the best of what the horse community
has to offer. THANK YOU for supporting YOUR New Mexico State Fair Horse Department!
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Classes: All classes will be run in compliance with their breed rules as recognized. Exhibitors must adhere to all rules and regulations
for their breed division. Classes boxed together on the class list will be run concurrently. You are not required to enter all the classes
run concurrently. You may enter only the classes you choose to earn national and local points towards each class entered and pay a
class fee per class chosen. An overall class placing will be awarded ribbons. Breed class placing will be posted at the office.

Certifications: For all breed recognized classes, Youth and amateur memberships, eligibility designations and relationship to Owner
must be filled out on entry form. Birthdates are required for all amateur and youth exhibitors.

Registration/Memberships: Horses entering breed recognized classes must have copy of breed papers (front and back for ApHC) and
complete number on entry form to receive national points. Current memberships for all exhibitors and owners for each breed they
elect to show under are required with entries. Please use a separate entry form for each breed for one horse showing multiple
breeds. You may pay only one office fee ($20 pre/$30 post) and one Breed Admin/Drug fee ($20) per horse.

Prize Money/Awards: There are high point buckles and prize money for each breed division. Only Breed specified classes on
Thursday and Friday will go toward the Open, Amateur, Youth 11-18, and Youth 10/under high point buckles. See VRH Rules for high
point/award info on Saturday and Sunday. Division sponsor money will continue to be added through August 28™. Please consider
being a sponsor with the form on the Fair website! There are 10 Classes marked with $$ to show $50 to the winner payback. As
sponsor money grows, $50 1% place money will continue to be added to classes based on highest pre entered number. In the event
that a designated class has no entries, that $50 will go to the high point winner in the order of Youth, 10/under, Amateur, Open. All
guaranteed and sponsored division money will be paid out to their breed/division.

All Breed Show

Single Judge-Any Breed with or without registration/memberships

Classes: All Breed classes are stand-alone classes in all divisions Thursday and Friday. Single judge. Any horse/rider may show in these
classes in their appropriate divisions. Breed restricted horses may also show in All Breed classes, but those points only go to the All
Breed High Point Rankings, not their Breed rankings (unless paying entry fee for breed classes). See VRH Rules for All Breed
information for Ranch Division (Eligibility).

Rules: AQHA rules will be used for All Breed division. Hunt Seat Equitation is rail work and pattern on the flat (no jumping). Freestyle
reining exhibition will use NRHA guidelines.

Prize Money/Awards: There are high point buckles and prize money for the All Breed division. Only All Breed specified classes on
Thursday and Friday will go toward the Open, Amateur, Youth 11-18 and Youth 10 and Under high point buckles. See VRH Rules for
high point/award info on Saturday and Sunday. Division sponsor money will continue to be added through August 28™". Please
consider being a sponsor with the form on the Fair website! There are 10 Classes marked with $S$ to show $50 to the winner payback.
As sponsor money grows, $50 1% place money will continue to be added to classes based on highest pre entered number. In the
event that a designated class has no entries, $50 will go to the high point winner in the order of Youth, 10/under, Amateur, Open. All
guaranteed and sponsored division money will be paid out to their breed/division. This includes All Breed as its own division.

Cattle Classes: Entries for cattle classes due August 28™ Closing Date. Late entries will not be guaranteed fresh cattle. Fee
is $100 per horse per division (Open/Amateur/Youth) entered. This includes cutting and/or cow work. Breed classes for
national points may be added to classes without additional cattle fee.

Breed Recognition: All VRH Entries are in the All Breed All-Around rankings. Adding breed class entries by the recognizing
breed associations is $35 per breed one time per horse for entire VRH portion of show Saturday and Sunday. Please refer
to the index for each breed’s accepted classes to run concurrently. AQHA is double judged, therefore it is $70 to add
AQHA recognition. Paint, Palomino, Buckskin and Appaloosa are all single judged. Not all the VRH classes are recognized
by all of the organizations. Please refer to each breed rule book. Any horse may compete in the Ranch Working Cow class
to be eligible for Versatility prize money. Appaloosa, Paint, Buckskin, Palomino and AQHA will have the option of
recognized national points in the Ranch classes listed in their index. Boxing and Box/Drive/Box are offered for breeds
who recognize these divisions. Those restricted classes are not part of the VRH overall Prize money and buckle rankings.

All Around Eligibility: One judge for all around all breed classes. Every Class is considered All Breed class, and any horse
or rider may enter their appropriate division. To be eligible for the added money, horse must go in 5 of the 6 events
offered. Minimum one Cattle class, one Conformation class and one Ranch Trail class.

AQHA Ranch Trail: There are Ranch Trail classes (double judged) for both the Regular show codes and the Ranch Trail for
the VRH show codes. If you are showing in the AQHA show on Thur./Fri., you must use the non-VRH Ranch Trail class.
That will count towards your All Around Versatility in the VRH show for eligibility.

Prize Money/Awards: 70% of Class Entry money and added Sponsor money of at least $2000 will be awarded. Added
money will continue to be accepted through August 28™. Check website for updates and please consider being a sponsor
with the form available on website. To be eligible for All Around prize money, horse must meet requirements above in All
Around Eligibility. All Youth classes winners in the All Breed Ranking will receive buckles, no cash prize money. Open,
Cowboy and Amateur division will pay Champion, Reserve, 3™ and 4" place on sliding scale. Ribbons awarded in All
Breed classes to 6 place in all classes. No ribbons in Breed ranking classes. Buckles will be awarded to Overall Versatility
Champion for each recognized breed. Entries must declare and pay recognized breed ranking before show starts to be
eligible for Breed Versatility buckles. The overall Versatility with added prize money is an All Breed ranking.

APHA Approved Classes will have points and recognition towards NRSHA.
