TVK Leader Vijay Sworn in as Tamil Nadu CM

Actor-turned-politician C. Joseph Vijay was sworn in as Tamil Nadu Chief

Minister on 10 May 2026.

His party, Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK), formed a coalition government

with the Congress.

The historic swearing-in took place at Nehru Stadium, Chennai, ending

decades of Dravidian party dominance.

Nine other senior leaders from the TVK-led alliance also took their ministerial

oaths.

This vessel enhances India's coastal surveillance and rapid response

capabilities in the Arabian Sea.

It features advanced navigation systems and is designed for search, rescue,

and anti-smuggling operations.

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UN Report Retains India as Fastest-Growing Economy

The UN's World Economic Situation and Prospects (WESP) mid-year

update projected India's growth at 6.4%.

India continues to be the fastest-growing large economy amid a global

slowdown of 2.4%.

Resilient private consumption and robust services exports are cited as

primary growth drivers.

The report predicts India's inflation will slow down to 4.3% in 2025, within the

RBI target.

Bilateral talks emphasized strengthening the India-Suriname developmental

partnership and exploring green energy ties.

Jaishankar reaffirmed India's commitment to supporting the Global South with

resilient agricultural technologies.

Bihar Launches Traffic Challan Settlement Scheme 2026

The Bihar government officially introduced the Traffic Challan One-Time

Settlement Scheme, 2026.

The scheme grants up to 50% financial relief on heavily pending traffic e-

challan fines.

It was notified to clear severe backlogs in the state's transport penalty

database efficiently.

Vehicle owners have a limited window to settle their pending dues without

facing legal prosecution.

He previously served as the Managing Director of Amul (GCMMF) with

extensive dairy sector experience.

His leadership aims to consolidate dairy cooperatives and enhance milk

procurement strategies across western India.

India Tests Advanced Agni Missile with MIRV

The Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO)

successfully tested an advanced Agni missile variant.
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The test showcased indigenous MIRV (Multiple Independently Targetable

Re-entry Vehicle) technology capabilities.

A single MIRV-equipped missile can deploy multiple warheads to hit distinct

targets hundreds of kilometers apart.

This strategic test significantly bolsters India's nuclear deterrence and precise

long-range strike capabilities.

� Static GK: Mission Divyastra was DRDO's first test flight of the Agni-5

MIRV missile in 2024.

International

Paraguay President Visits Taiwan Science Park

Paraguayan President Santiago Pena visited the Southern Taiwan Science

Park in Tainan.

He was accompanied by Taiwan's President William Lai on this high-profile

technology diplomacy tour.

The leaders inspected facilities of contract chipmaker TSMC (Taiwan

Semiconductor Manufacturing Co).

Paraguay seeks to replicate Taiwan’s successful integration of government,

academic, and industrial resources.

postseason.

Iran's Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps (IRGC) threatened heavy

retaliatory strikes against regional US bases.

Energy markets experienced turmoil as the CENTCOM blockade restricted 58

commercial vessels since April.
