Meridian is an improved Turf-Type Tall Fescue with elite turf characteristics and fine texture, 
drought tolerance, and improved brown patch and gray leaf spot tolerance. Meridian was 
developed as a part of a breeding program for improved summer turf performance of Tall 
Fescue cultivars in the southern transition zone. Meridian should be used in sun to medium 
shade with or without irrigation and under limited input management. In the 2013-2017 
NTEP data trials, Meridian was #1 for gray leaf sport tolerance at Raleigh, NC and #1 for 
overall summer density.
