Recap:
The Lady Monarchs, who entered the game at 44-0
all-time against George Mason, suffered its first ever
loss to the Patriots in a 63-57 loss.

The Patriots led by as many as eight in the first half.
After Mason’s Brittney Wilkins hit a jumper with
4:05 left in the half to give her George Mason squad
a 28-20 edge, Old Dominion would hold the Patriots
without a field goal the rest of the half while using a
10-2 run of their own to close out the opening stan-
za. The Lady Monarchs run helped to knot the score
at 30-30 entering halftime.

The second half started with each team trading
buckets, tying the score for a sixth time. However, it
would be the closest the Lady Monarchs would get
the rest of the way. Mason’s Brittany Eley put in two
of her team-leading 16 points with 18:38 left in the
game, starting a 12-1 Patriot run giving Mason an
edge it would never lose en-route to its first ever win
over Old Dominion.

George Mason would end the game outrebounding
the Lady Monarchs, 47-35, resulting in 20 second
chance points for the Patriots. For Old Dominion,
the Lady Monarchs managed only two field goals
over the final six minutes with Jasmine Parker’s lay-
up at the 3:26 mark being the final for Old Domin-
ion. Parker’s bucket had the Lady Monarchs trailing
by three, 54-51, with 4:03 left in the contest.

The Lady Monarchs were led by Canady with her
sixth double-double of the year. The junior Lady
Monarch led her squad with 16 points and 11 boards.
Parker was the only other Lady Monarch to reach
double figures with 13 points.

Junior Jasmine Parker helped lead ODU past Drexel
with a perfect 12-for-12 night at the free-throw line. It
was a career-best, a new Constant Center record and
the second best performance by a Lady Monarch in the
history of the program. Only Nancy Lieberman had a
better night from the line, going 15-for-15 in 1978.

1200 And Counting...

With the non-conference finale against Tennessee, the
Lady Monarchs reached 1200 games played in the his-
tory of the program. ODU joins a select group of just
eight programs to play 1200 games in their histories.
They are Tennessee Tech, Tennessee, Stephen F. Aus-
tin, Long Beach State, Kansas State, James Madison,
and Hofstra. ODU ranks second in winning percentage
among these eight teams, going 895-309 over the past
41 years for a .743 success rate.

Senior Moments

ODU has just one senior this season, First Team Pre-
season All-CAA forward Jessica Canady. Canady has
been working her way back from offseason surgery and
has now started four straight games after being forced
to sit through half of the non-conference schedule.
She broke out in a big way against Northeastern, scor-
ing 18 points and hauling in a team-high 12 rebounds
while playing a career-high 36 minutes. She led ODU
in rebounding again against Drexel, with 11. The Lady
Monarch senior has breached the 800-point plateau and
is now also over 550 career rebounds. Canady was a re-
serve player her freshman year, scoring only 92 points,
making her 829 career all the more impressive, averag-
ing 11.0 points per game since her sophomore season.

A Rare Occurrence
ODU lost to Tennessee by a final score of 102-62 in the
non-conference finale this season, marking just the sixth
time in program history the Lady Monarchs allowed a
team to reach 100 points. Northeastern then posted its
first ever 100-point game against ODU, marking just
the seventh occurrence against the Lady Monarchs.

Still Toughest Schedule
in the CAA

Old Dominion’s schedule is the toughest in the CAA,
and among the strongest in the country. After closing
out the non-conference schedule, Old Dominion had
the fifth toughest schedule in the nation. Heading into
today’s game, ODU’s schedule was listed as the 11th
strongest and the Lady Monarchs RPI is also listed as
#104 after the first 13 games. Both numbers come from
rpiratings.com’s weekly report.

Through six games ODU faced four teams receiving
votes in the national rankings and the six teams com-
bined had gone 39-8.

Sophomore forward Tia Lewis tied her career-high with
17 rebounds against Ole Miss, taking over the top spot
in the CAA with 9.2 rebounds per game at the time.
Lewis had 17 in a game against North Florida during
her freshman year while playing for Central Florida and
the 17 hauled in against Mississippi tied that mark for
the first time as a Lady Monarch. She also posted her
first double-double in the game, scoring 15 points for
Old Dominion.

The game against St. Joe’s on December 22 kicked off
a four-game road swing that kept ODU away from the
Ted for three weeks.

Jasmine Parker played extremely well against the sec-
ond ranked Cardinal in the season opener, scoring a
team-high 16 points and adding five rebounds, four as-
sists, a career-high five steals and a perfect 5-for-5 night
from the free-throw line. Despite a poor first half, Tia
Lewis also came away with a stellar first game, finish-
ing just one rebound shy of a double-double. Lewis fin-
ished with 15 points and nine rebounds in her first game
as a Lady Monarch. Junior Shadasia Green continued
her hot play of late with 11 points and seven rebounds.
She averaged 16 ppg and 7 rpg in the two exhibitions.

Season Openers
The Lady Monarchs are 27-14 in season openers, fall-
ing to 2nd ranked Stanford at home in this season’s
opener.
