® For more than 25 years, 90% of Old Dominion's student-athletes that have exhausted
their eligibility have graduated, a percentage far above the national average.

¢ Old Dominion University athletic teams have captured 28 team national championships
and four individual titles, including a men’s basketball crown in Division Il in 1975, three
titles in women’s basketball, nine in field hockey, 15 in sailing, and individual champion-
ships in wrestling and women'’s tennis.

o Twelve Monarch coaches and athletes have been enshrined in the Virginia Sports Hall
of Fame in Portsmouth, Va.- Bud Metheny, Paul Webb, Gray Simons, Dave Twardzik,
Nancy Lieberman, Tom Scott, Anne Donovan, Yogi Hightower-Boothe, Joseph “Scrap”
Chandler, Lou Plummer and Mark West and Kelli James.

o Three former Old Dominion University women'’s basketball players have been recog-
