¢ Eleven Monarch coaches and athletes have been enshrined in the Virginia
Sports Hall of Fame in Portsmouth, Va.- Bud Metheny, Paul Webb, Gray Simons,
Dave Twardzik, Nancy Lieberman, Tom Scott, Anne Donovan, Yogi Hightower-
Boothe, Joseph “Scrap” Chandler, Lou Plummer and Mark West.

¢ Three former Old Dominion University women’s basketball players have been
recognized as national players of the year; Nancy Lieberman - 1979 and 1980
Wade Trophy winner and Honda-Broderick Cup winner in 1980 (nation’s top
female athlete); Anne Donovan - 1983 Naismith Award winner; and Ticha Peniche-
rio - 1998 Wade Trophy winner.
