It all starts with an instate battle when Virginia Tech comes to Norfolk
to open the season on a Friday night. All eyes will be on the 757! It is also just the first of four games that we will play with
opponents from within the commonwealth in 2022. That is something that hasn't happened since 2011 and will be the first
time that all four opponents are in the FBS. The state of Virginia is home to great football across all levels, and S.B. Ballard
Stadium will be the focal point for multiple weeks throughout this season.

Last year, we made major strides to improve the atmosphere both inside and outside of S.B. Ballard Stadium. Prior to kickoff,
Kaufman Mall will be the place to entertain friends, family, and other fellow Monarchs that you meet while tailgating. We will
continue the Beer Garden and TV Truck on Kaufman Mall this year so you can enjoy games on the big screen before coming in
to watch us play. The Deloreans 80s Tribute Band will play on Kaufman Mall before the Virginia Tech game on September 2nd,
and we have an exciting slate of entertainment throughout the remainder of the season.

For the 2022 season, we are debuting a new Premium Seating area, “The Deck,” that offers fans the ability to purchase seats
in a new area of S.B Ballard Stadium for a premier in-game experience. “The Deck” consists of a block of seats in Sections
W118-W119 that have access to a private premium area for you and your friends/clients to watch the game with great
amenities, including a full game day buffet with non-alcoholic drinks and a cash bar.

Our program is built on a winning culture and that begins with our three Cs - Care, Compete and Character. Last semester
was a prime example of our student-athletes living out these core values in all facets of their lives. Together, we achieved a 3.0
cumulative team GPA. What an accomplishment by our guys!

As many of you know, our team is built on embracing a 1-0 Mentality. Taking not only each game one at a time, but one day at
atime, one play at a time, and one rep at a time. This mentality helped us win five-straight games to finish our regular season
last year, making ODU only the third team since 1936 to win five-straight games after starting a season with six losses in their
first seven games.
