The No. 15/20 Lady Monarchs are winners in their
last seven contests and in ten of their last eleven
games and are about to embark on a three-game road
swing beginning with Sunday’s game at Kaplan
Arena against the Tribe of the College of William &
Mary. Old Dominion is coming off an 86-66 win
over Virginia Commonwealth to hand the Rams not
only their first CAA loss, but just their second loss
overall.  Although leading scorer T.J. Jordan has
held to just one points, there were six different Lady
Monarchs in double figurers led by sophomore
Jessica Canady from off the bench with 15.  The
ODU bench accounted for 37 of the Lady Monarchs’

The
Tribe has not defeated the Lady Monarchs in 31
years with William & Mary's last victory over Old
Dominion coming back in the 1975-76 season with
an 89-53 win. Since then the Lady Monarchs have
been winners of the last 42 contests. 

LASTLAST TIMETIME VS.VS. WILLIAMWILLIAM && MARMARYY::
The Tribe of the College of William & Mary were
looking for its first win over the Old Dominion
women's basketball team since 1976, but Tiffany
Green would not allow it back on February 18,
2007. She iced two free throws with 11 seconds left
in the game to give the Lady Monarchs not only it
first lead, but the lead for good, with 11 seconds

remaining in a 56-52 victory at Kaplan Arena.   The
Tribe opened the game on a 9-0 run and led by as
much as 13 in the first en-route to a 40-35 halftime
advantage.

CAA Preseason Player
of the Year Kyra Kaylor nailed a three to give
William & Mary a five-point, 49-44, lead with 9:39
left in the ball game.

Shahida Williams grabbed her own missed shot and
put the ball up and in and hit one of two free throws
two minutes later to cut the Lady Monarch deficit to
two, 49-47, with 4:21 remaining.

NORFOLK, Va. -- The Old Dominion women's
basketball team kicked off the 2007-08 season with
a 76-68 victory over Middle Tennessee State, team
receiving votes in both national polls, Saturday
night at the Ted Constant Convocation Center. The
victory marked the first season opening win for the
Lady Monarchs since the 2001-02 season. 

The visitors from Mufreesboro, Tennessee
opened the game with a 6-2 lead. The Blue
Raiders, known for their three-point shooting, hit
two shots from downtown to help establish their
lead. However, Old Dominion produced a 19-5 run
over the course of six minutes to take control of the
lead that they would never lose. 

The Lady Monarchs led by as many as 14 in
the first stanza, but as the half was drawing to a
close, Middle Tennessee closed the gap to within
seven. Over the final 4:41 of the first half, the Blue
Raiders outscored the Lady Monarchs, 11-4, and
Old Dominion entered the half up 37-30. 

The first part of the second half saw the Lady
Monarchs leading by double figures. Coming out
of the lockerroom, Old Dominion re-established a
double figure advantage with six unanswered
points in the first minute and a half. Senior Megan
Pym gave the Lady Monarchs their biggest edge of
the night with a lay-up with 8:52 left in the game
for a 17-point, 64-47, lead. 

The Blue Raiders did not go away as five min-
utes later the Lady Monarchs were clinging to a
three-point, 69-66, lead. Over the course of those
five minutes, Middle Tennessee only allowed the
Lady Monarchs to net five points, all coming from
the hands of Shahida Williams on two lay-ups and
the second of a two shot award from the charity
stripe. Williams' final free throw still had Old
Dominion leading by 14, 69-55, with 5:39 to go.
The next two minutes however had the Blue
Raiders net 11 unanswered points. Middle
Tennessee's Latoya Barclay capped the run by hit-
ing a three. 

Following Barclay's three with 3;09 left in the
game, the Blue Raiders had a chance to capitialize
on an ODU turnover. Jackie Pickel from the right
side of the arc launched a three, which could have
tied the game, but Pym came up with a huge
rebound and a put back at the other end of the court
to help seal the victory for Old Dominion. 

The only points Middle Tennessee would get
the rest of the way would be from the line by
Amber Holt with 20 seconds remaining.
Meanwhile, the Lady Monarchs tacked on five
more points along the way for the final score. 

Old Dominion went to the line 35 times sinking
27 shots and shot 77.1 percent from the charity
stripe. Junior Tiffany Green who hit only 51 per-
cent a year ago from the line went 8-of-9 while
Jordan went 6-of-7 and Williams, who connected
for just 49 percent last season, netted 5-of-6. 

Old Dominion now stands at 26-13 in season
opening victories and 28-11 in home openers.

Sarah Elliott led Kentucky with 16 points
and nine rebounds, while Amber Smith added
11 points. 

The Lady Monarchs trailed by as many as
six in the first half and didn't take their first
lead until Jordan made a 3-pointer with less
than five minutes left in the half for a 25-24
advantage.
