Recap:

The Old Dominion women’s basketball team suffered
a 66-51 loss to the Pride of Hofstra University in Co-
lonial Athletic Association action. The loss dropped the
Lady Monarchs to 14-10 overall and 9-5 in the league,
tying the record for most CAA losses in a season. The
1991-92 squad finished the year at 9-5 in the league, but
went on to capture the first of 17 consecutive confer-
ence crowns.

Old Dominion opened the game ahead 11-4 thanks to
the inside presence of junior Jessica Canady and senior
Tiffany Green and led by as many as seven in the open-
ing minutes of the contest. The Pride, however, man-
aged to cut away at its deficit and claimed the lead on a
three by Natty Fripp. Fripp’s trey gave Hofstra a 19-18
edge with 5:52. Old Dominion entered the lockerroom
down, 26-24, at the break.

Old Dominion pulled to with in one, 35-34, with 12:41
remaining in the game after Green nailed both her at-
tempts from the free throw line. Down at the other end
of the court on the following play, Hofstra’s Sam Bring-
ham sent her shot from downtown through putting the
Pride ahead for good. Over the final 4:30 of the match-
up, the Pride outscored the Lady Monarchs 13-4 for the
game’s final margin.

Both Old Dominion and Hofstra collected 42 rebounds,
including 19 on the offensive glass, but was unable to
stick the putbacks. The 17 turnovers by the Lady Mon-
archs was the first time the Lady Monarchs were under
20 turnovers and the fewest since their January 25th
loss to James Madison.

The Lady Monarchs had three in double figures led by
Shadasia Green with 14. Canady recorded her sixth
double-double of the year with 12 points and 14 boards.
Tiffany Green rounded out the double figure scorers
with 10.

All-Time Series
Against Hofstra:

Old Dominion owns a 16-2 advantage in the
all-time series against Hofstra, including wins
in 11of the last 12 meetings. Hofstra, however,
won last years only matchup at home, defeating
the Lady Monarchs 66-51 and handing them their
fifth loss in CAA action, tying for a record-high.
All 18 matchups have come since Hofstra joined
the league in 2001-02.

About the Pride:

The Pride are battle-tested this year in close games,
with a season scoring margin of +2.0 and 13 of their 20
games being decided by 10 or fewer games. Hofstra has
three one-point losses, first to Clemson and Richmond
before also dropping a one-point decision at Southern
Methodist.

The Pride have an 11-9 record coming into today’s
game, but feature one of the league’s top rookies per-
formers and are a stellar defensive unit. The rookie,
Shante Evans, is among the league leaders in scoring,
averaging 13.1 points per game and is tops in the league
on the glass. Evans averages over nine rebounds per
contest while knocking down 48.8% from the field.

As a team, the Pride is leading the league in blocked
shots, powered by league leader Jess Fuller’s nearly
four per game. The New York team is also leading the
league in rebounding margin as they are pulling down
42 boards per game.

Offensively, Sam Brigham joins Evans atop the lea-
derboard as the only other Pride player averaging
double-figures. Brigham is putting up 10.5 ppg as the
top deep-ball threat on the team. Brigham is shooting
44.8% from beyond the arc, knocking down 26 of her
58 attempts.

Whew! That Was Close

ODU is excelling in tight ball games this season, win-
ning five of the seven games decided by single digits,
including three straight at JMU, against Georgia State
and on the road against Towson. Old Dominion’s clos-
est game this season was a 1-point win at Delaware,
powered to victory by Jasmine Parker taking a charge
and knocking down a go-ahead 3-pointer late in the
game.

Three-Point Defense

IJMU, one of the nation’s top long-ball teams, was able
to knock down just a pair of 3-pointers on 23 attempts
against the Lady Monarchs. For the season, ODU ranks
third in the CAA in 3-pt FG percentage defense, allow-
ing just 29.2% from beyond the arc. In conference only
games, ODU leads the league, allowing an abysmal
19.3% from long range (23-for-119).

Big Win in Harrisonburg

The Lady Monarchs earned their first win against JMU
in Harrisonburg since 2005, snapping a four-game los-
ing streak over that span. The win also snapped JMU’s
nine-game home winning streak and was just the ninth
loss suffered on the home floor in the last 75 home
games for the Dukes. Old Dominion won 67-58, hold-
ing off a second half surge from the Dukes after taking
a 15-point halftime lead. Junior Jasmine Parker nearly
had a triple-double, hauling in a career-high nine re-
bounds and dishing a career-high tying six assists to go
with her ten points. Senior Jessica Canady led the way
with 14 points.

Game Day Notes

Hot Conference Shooting
ODU can be found among the league leaders in several
statistical categories. In conference games this season,
sophomore Tia Lewis is leading the league in field goal
percentage, knocking down 61.2% of her shots. In fact,
ODU holds the top two spots. Senior Jessica Canady is
second in the league, with 57.8% of her shots falling.

As a team, Old Dominion is leading the league in
schooting percentage. ODU is shooting at a 45.2% clip
while Delaware is second at 42.8% as a team. The Lady
Monarchs are also scorching from long-range, shooting
34.4% from beyond the arc in CAA games, second in
the league. ODU also ranks second in free-throw shoot-
ing, knocking down 76.9% from the charity stripe.

12-for-12
Junior Jasmine Parker helped lead ODU past Drexel
with a perfect 12-for-12 night at the free-throw line. It
was a career-best, a new Constant Center record and
the second best performance by a Lady Monarch in the
history of the program. Only Nancy Lieberman had a
better night from the line, going 15-for-15 in 1978.

1200 And Counting...

With the non-conference finale against Tennessee, the
Lady Monarchs reached 1200 games played in the his-
tory of the program. ODU joins a select group of just
eight programs to play 1200 games in their histories.
They are Tennessee Tech, Tennessee, Stephen F. Aus-
tin, Long Beach State, Kansas State, James Madison,
and Hofstra. ODU ranks second in winning percentage
among these eight teams, going 899-309 over the past
41 years for a .744 success rate.

Senior Moments

ODU has just one senior this season, First Team Pre-
season All-CAA forward Jessica Canady. Canady has
been working her way back from offseason surgery and
has now started nine straight games after being forced
to sit through half of the non-conference schedule.
She broke out in a big way against Northeastern, scor-
ing 18 points and hauling in a team-high 12 rebounds
while playing a career-high 36 minutes. She led ODU
in rebounding again against Drexel, with 11. The Lady
Monarch senior has breached the 900-point plateau and
is now also over 600 career rebounds. Canady was a re-
serve player her freshman year, scoring only 92 points,
making her 904 career all the more impressive, averag-
ing 11.1 points per game since her sophomore season.

A Rare Occurrence
ODU lost to Tennessee by a final score of 102-62 in the
non-conference finale this season, marking just the sixth
time in program history the Lady Monarchs allowed a
team to reach 100 points. Northeastern then posted its
first ever 100-point game against ODU, marking just
the seventh occurrence against the Lady Monarchs.

Stop! Thief!
Jasmine Parker is among the CAA leaders in steals this
season, averaging 2.4 per game with 44 thefts. The
ODU junior now has 140 career steals, averaging 1.7
per game in her career.

Still Toughest Schedule
in the CAA

Old Dominion’s schedule is the toughest in the CAA,
and among the strongest in the country. After closing
out the non-conference schedule, Old Dominion had
the fifth toughest schedule in the nation. Heading into
today’s game, ODU’s schedule was listed as the 13th
strongest and the Lady Monarchs RPI is also listed as
#62 after the first 17 games. Both numbers come from
rpiratings.com’s weekly report.

Magic Number 24
Three players have tallied new career highs early this
season, all with 24 points scored. Jasmine Parker scored
24 against Maryland to set a new career-high, while Tia
Lewis and Shadasia Green both scored 24 against Lou-
isville to set their new mark.

Toughest Schedule in the Nation
Though it’s early, the Lady Monarchs schedule has been
ranked the toughest in the nation through six games by
rpiratings.com. According to the same source, ODU
had the 74th best RPI, even with just the 1-5 record.
Through six games ODU faced four teams receiving
votes in the national rankings and the six teams com-
bined had gone 39-8.

17 Again...

Sophomore forward Tia Lewis tied her career-high with
17 rebounds against Ole Miss, taking over the top spot
in the CAA with 9.2 rebounds per game at the time.
Lewis had 17 in a game against North Florida during
her freshman year while playing for Central Florida and
the 17 hauled in against Mississippi tied that mark for
the first time as a Lady Monarch. She also posted her
first double-double in the game, scoring 15 points for
Old Dominion.

In the second game of the season, Jasmine Parker
scored a career-high 24 points and is now third on the
team, averaging 11.2 points per game this season. She
came out of the locker room on a torrid pace, scoring 12
of Old Dominion’s first 20 points and giving the Lady
Monarchs the lead against the 20th ranked team in the
nation. She finished with 24 points, four assists, four re-
bounds and three steals in her second consecutive solid
game against a nationally ranked opponent.

Canady has over 800.

Jasmine Parker played extremely well against the sec-
ond ranked Cardinal in the season opener, scoring a
team-high 16 points and adding five rebounds, four as-
sists, a career-high five steals and a perfect 5-for-5 night
from the free-throw line. Despite a poor first half, Tia
Lewis also came away with a stellar first game, finish-
ing just one rebound shy of a double-double. Lewis fin-
ished with 15 points and nine rebounds in her first game
as a Lady Monarch. Junior Shadasia Green continued
her hot play of late with 11 points and seven rebounds.
She averaged 16 ppg and 7 rpg in the two exhibitions.

Season Openers
The Lady Monarchs are 27-14 in season openers, fall-
ing to 2nd ranked Stanford at home in this season’s
opener.

Home Openers

In home openers, Old Dominion is 29-12, including a
4-4 mark at the Ted Constant Convocation Center.

Exhibition Recap - Shaw

In the final tune-up of the 2009-10 preseason, ODU
took care of the Shaw Lady Bears by a final score of
82-48. Senior Jessica Canady returned to the floor for
her 2009-10 debut and dazzled, scoring 13 of her 15
points in the first half. She also grabbed five rebounds
in 21 minutes of play. Junior Shadasia Green again had
a stellar outing, posting 16 points in her second straight
exhibtion and added five boards. Tia Lewis joined
Green and Canady in double figures with 10, despite
only scoring two points in limited action in the first
half due to foul trouble. Lewis finished 4-for-6 from the
field. Rookie point guard Carolann Cloutier distributed
eight assists in the game while newcomers Jackie Cook
and Kquanise Byrd each dished four. Cook added eight
points in the game and Byrd had two thefts. Sophomore
center Mairi Buchan got on the boards for a second
straight game, rebounding a team-high six missed shots
against Shaw.

Exhibition Recap - Chowan

In the first look at the Lady Monarchs, ODU won in
front of nearly 3,000 fans with ease, 85-52. Junior
Shadasia Green led the way, with 16 points and 9 re-
bounds, just shy of a double-double.
