Recap:

Shadasia Green suited up for her first game since
January 8th, after being awarded an academic ap-
peal by the NCAA on Tuesday, to lead the Lady
Monarchs with a career-high 19 points as the Old
Dominion women’s basketball team snapped a
three-game losing streak with a 70-54 win over
Northeastern Thursday night at the Ted Constant
Convocation Center. The win improved the Lady
Monarchs to 12-8 overall and 7-3 in the CAA. The
Huskies meanwhile drop to 8-13 overall and 5-5 in
the league.

Northeastern managed to score the game’s first four
points, but afterwards it was all Old Dominion.
Leading 21-14 with 6:49 on the clock, the Lady
Monarch defense held the Huskies without a field
goal the remainder of the half. The Lady Monarchs
entered intermission up 36-16.

The Huskies however drew no closer than 14 points.
Senior Tiffany Green and junior Jessica Canady each
posted double-doubles in the Lady Monarch victory.
Green collected her 10th double-double of the year
with 13 points and 12 rebounds as she surpassed
Lady Monarch great Ticha Penicheiro on the ODU
all-time scoring leaders list. Green moved into 20th
on the list having accumulated 1,304 career points.
Canady put up 11 points and hauled in 11 boards.

Crew was the lone Husky in double figures. The
sophomore forward went only 5-of-13 from the
floor but shot 12-0f-13 from the free throw to end
the night with a game-high 23 points.

ODU is a perfect 7-0 against the Huskies includ-
ing a pair of victories in 2009.

About the Huskies:

Northeastern was off to a hot start, winning five
of their first seven games, but has since dropped
five straight to drop to 5-7 overall, 0-1 in CAA
action. The Huskies played in three straight over-
time contests, winning at Holy Cross before fall-
ing at Harvard and Hartford in early December.
Northeastern has also won against Massachusetts,
Army, Rhode Island and at Delaware State.

Sophomore guard Brittany Wilson has been the
key cog for Northeastern’s offense, scoring 17.1
points per game for the Huskies. Averaging over
33 minutes on the floor, Wilson is also the team
leader in rebounding (6.8 per game), steals (2.7
per game) and is second on the team in assists
(2.3 per game).

Kendra Walton has started all 12 games and is
also averaging double figures for Northeastern,
with 10.9 points per game. She is hauling in 5.5
rebounds per game and is also adding a block per
contest.

With the non-conference finale against Tennessee, the
Lady Monarchs reached 1200 games played in the his-
tory of the program. ODU joins a select group of just
eight programs to play 1200 games in their histories.
They are Tennessee Tech, Tennessee, Stephen F. Aus-
tin, Long Beach State, Kansas State, James Madison,
and Hofstra. ODU ranks second in winning percentage
among these eight teams, going 892-308 over the past
41 years for a .743 success rate.

Senior Moments

ODU has just one senior this season, First Team Pre-
season All-CAA forward Jessica Canady. Canady has
been working her way back from offseason surgery and
has now started two straight games after being forced
to sit through half of the non-conference schedule. The
Lady Monarch senior has breached the 800-point pla-
teau and is nearing 550 career rebounds. Canady was
a reserve player her freshman year, scoring only 92
points, making her 808 career all the more impressive,
averaging 11.0 points per game since her sophomore
season.

A Rare Occurrence
ODU lost to Tennessee by a final score of 102-62 in
the non-conference finale this season, marking just the
sixth time in program history the Lady Monarchs al-
lowed a team to reach 100 points.

Despite a poor first half, Tia Lewis
also came away with a stellar first game, finishing just
one rebound shy of a double-double. Lewis finished
with 15 points and nine rebounds in her first game as
a Lady Monarch. Junior Shadasia Green continued her
hot play of late with 11 points and seven rebounds. She
averaged 16 ppg and 7 rpg in the two exhibitions.

Season Openers
The Lady Monarchs are 27-14 in season openers, fall-
ing to 2nd ranked Stanford at home in this season’s
opener.
