WKU outscored
the Lady Raiders 44-28 in the paint and connected on 19 free throws.

 Raneem Elgedawy led WKU in scoring with 21 points along with 11 rebounds and four blocks.
It was her seventh double-double of the season which leads the conference. Dee Givens had
18 points in the contest along with eight rebounds, and five steals. Whitney Creech scored 10
points, all in the second half.

« WKU has three players averaging double digit points this season. Elgedawy is putting up 16.9
points per game. Givens is averaging 15.7 and Creech is scoring 15.4. Elgedawy also leads
on the boards, averaging 9.9 rebounds per game. Creech is the team’s leading assist earner,
averaging 4.5 per game.

TALKING POINTS AND NOTABLE STATISTICS

»  Thursday will be the 16th meeting between WKU and Old Dominion. The Lady Toppers

own a 17-8 lead in the series and have won 11-straight contests against the Monarchs.

WKU is 30-11 all-time against teams from the state of Virginia.

The Lady Toppers have treated the stretch against UAB, Middle Tennessee, Old Dominion

and Charlotte as a four-game tournament with the thought that those four teams could

be four of the top teams in the stadings at the end of the season. MT, ODU and Charlotte

are three of the top four C-USA teams in RPI rankings with the fourth being WKU.

TERRIFICTHREE

At one point during non-conference play,
WKU had three players in the top five in
scoring among Conference USA players.
Currently, the Lady Toppers have three in
the top six in scoring in the league with
Whitney Creech and Raneem Elgedawy in
third averaging 16.9 points per game and
Dee Givens in sixth averaging 16.2.

DEFENDING DIDDLE

WKU is 6-0 inside Diddle Arena this sea-
son. The Lady Toppers have a current win
home win streak of eight games after
ending last season with wins over archri-
val Middle Tennessee and Morehead
State. That streak is the longest since WKU
rattled off 11-straight home wins in 2017-
18. That win streak is also tied for the 29th
longest of all NCAA Division | women'’s
basketball teams.

The Lady Toppers have posted an 91-18
(.832) record inside the friendly confines
of its home arena since Greg Collins has
been with the program in 2012-13 and a
16-6 (.727) record since he took over as
head coach.

WKU is shooting significantly better at
home this season, shooting 45.1 per-
cent from the field and 36.5 from 3-point
range. The Lady Toppers are outscoring
opponents by an average margin of 18
points at home this season as well.

KENTUCKY KIDS

WKU features four seniors this season in
Dee Givens, Whitney Creech, Alexis Brew-
er and Sandra Skinner. All four student-
athletes hail from the Bluegrass State.
Givens calls Lexington home. Creech is
from Jenkins. Brewer is from Buffalo and
Skinner is from Winchester.

TURNING OVER A NEW LEAF

This season, WKU has forced opponents
into double-digit turnovers in every
game this season, including six games
of 20-plus turnovers for the opposition.
Opponents are averaging 19.3 turnovers
per game against the Lady Toppers this
season which is the 62nd best rate in the
country.

WKU'’s defense last season pressured all
but two of its 35 opponents into double-
digit turnovers on the season.

The Lady Toppers forced an average of
16.6 turnovers per game on the 2018-19
season.

WINNING BIG

The Lady Toppers have won a few blow
outs this season, including back-to-back
30-point wins against Belmont and Cen-
tral Michigan. It was the first time a WKU
team had done that since the 2014-15
season. At the time, Belmont was receiv-
ing votes in the AP Poll.

CREECH THE SENIOR

Head coach Greg Collins said before the
season that in order for WKU to be suc-
cessful that senior point guard Whitney
Creech would need to average double-
digit scoring. The Jenkins, Kentucky na-
tive is doing just that.

Creech is averaging 16.1 points per game
through 13 games this season, scoring in
double figures in all but one of them. She
had a streak of 12 games in double fig-
ures snapped at North Texas, scoring nine
points in the loss.

DEE BUCKETS

Redshirt senior Dee Givens had one of the
most impressive games in program histo-
ry in a overtime win against Ball State on
December 7. Givens scorched the nets for
41 points, breaking a Worthen Arena re-
cord and tying for the second most points
in school history. She also tied for the
third most points in the NCAA this season
at the time.

In the same week, WKU defeated Okla-
homa and Givens was the second leading
scorer in that game with 18 points. For
her performances, she was named the
Conference USA Player of the Week and
was selected to the NCAA Weekly Start-
ing Five.

PERFECTION

At Samford on December 15, Whitney
Creech became just the fifth Lady Topper
to go perfect from the field with a mini-
mum of 10 attempts. The senior went
10-0f-10 from the floor, including 2-of-2
from 3-point range for a career high of 26
points.

TOUGH ROAD

The Lady Toppers didn’t take it easy on
themselves when making out the 2019-
20 non-conference schedule. WKU'’s first
five opponents were participants in the
2019 NCAA Tournament and four of the
five were selected to win their respective
conferences (Louisville, Mercer, Belmont
and Little Rock).

WKU's first five opponents combined for a
129-38 record last season.

DEE-LIGHTFUL AT THE LINE
Dee Givens is one of the best free throw
shooters in WKU history.

Givens' .859 (158-0f-184) percentage in
2018-19 ranked third in single-season his-
tory for the Lady Toppers. Her career mark
of .848 (280-0f-330) would be the best in
program history and is currently the third
best career percentage among active
players in the NCAA.

STEALING AWAY

The Lady Toppers have made 157 steals in
2019-20, the most of any C-USA team and
the 49th most in the country. Dee Givens
leads the team with 32 on the year, which
is the third most in the league.

Givens had 99 total steals, an average of
2.8 per game, in 2018-19, a number that
ranked 19th among all qualifying Division
| players. Givens’99 steals was also the top
mark among all C-USA players and were
the second most of any WKU player in a
single season.

Givens is one steal away from entering
the top 10 all-time at WKU.

THAT 70’S SHOW

So far this season, the Lady Toppers
have held 10 of 15 teams played below
70 points, winning all but two of those
matchups.

Over the last four seasons dating back to
2016-17, the Lady Toppers have posted
a 68-9 record when holding their oppo-
nents under 70 points, including a perfect
37-0 mark when limiting them to fewer
than 60 points.

THE EGYPTIAN CONNECTION

Raneem Elgedawy and Meral Abdelga-
wad became the first WKU players to
represent their home country on a senior
national team while still competing at the
school when they teamed up to play with
the Egyptian National Team in the sum-
mer. The squad competed in the Afrobas-
ketball competition.

Last season, Elgedawy and Abdelgawad
combined to score 822 of WKU’s 2,537
points, just under a third of the team’s to-
tal.

In addition to their scoring, the duo com-
bined for 350 rebounds, also just under a
third of the team'’s total of 1,132.

DEATH, TAXES AND 20-WIN SEASONS
With its win over Morehead State in the
second round of the WNIT in 2019, WKU
secured its seventh consecutive 20-win
season, hitting that mark in every year
that Greg Collins has been on staff.

The seven straight 20-win season streak
matches the program record set under
Paul Sanderford from 1982-83 to 1988-89.

WKU is one of only 18 Division | programs
with an active streak of at least seven
straight 20-win seasons, joining perennial
powers such as UConn, Louisville, Baylor
and Maryland in the category.
