Recap:
The Lady Monarchs suffered a 73-57 setback to
James Madison at the JMU Convocation Center. De-
spite the loss, ODU sealed the fourth seed at the up-
coming 2009 Colonial Athletic Association (CAA)
Tournament following Hofstra’s loss to UNC-Wilm-
ington on Sunday as well.

It was just the third time Old Dominion had been
swept by an opponent in the regular season with
Delaware accomplishing the task in 2005 and Rich-
mond in 1992. It was also ODU’s sixth straight loss
on the road.

Sophomore Shadasia Green and senior Tiffany
Green both led the Lady Monarchs with 13 points.
Shadasia Green collected her second career double-
double by also hauling in 10 rebounds.

James Madison’s Dawn Evans, who exploded for a
Constant Center record 36 points in the first meet-
ing between the two teams, netted 16 as one of four
Dukes in double figures. Evans recorded her 1,000
career point against the Lady Monarchs, becoming
the fastest women’s basketball player in CAA his-
tory to reach the mark. Courtney Hamner came off]
the bench for 12 points, with Sarah Williams netting
11 and Kisha Stokes adding 10 points along with 14
rebounds.

The game was neck and neck throughout the first
half with Old Dominion holding on to a two-point
edge, 29-27, at halftime. The second half however
had James Madison outscoring Old Dominion, 46-
28.

All-Time Series

Against James Madison:

ODU is 50-18 all-time against James Madison
dating back to the 1969-70 season. The Dukes
have won three straight over the last two seasons
and is one of only two teams in the league to de-
feat Old Dominion more than three times in the
all-time series. JMU has five wins over ODU in
the last four seasons. The Lady Monarchs have
not won in Harrisonburg since January 6, 2005, a
span of four straight wins.

About the Dukes:

James Madison is among the best teams in the
league, featuring one of the best scorers in the na-
tion, junior Dawn Evans. Evans is currently aver-
aging more points per game than any other player
in the nation with 27.1 points per game. She is
dangerous from beyond the arc, averaging over
four 3-pointers per game, also the best in the na-
tion. When she’s not scoring, Evans is a danger-
ous weapon at the point, dishing out nearly five
assists per game as well, second in the CAA.

Evans is joined by rookie Tarik Hislop atop the
IMU leaderboard, as Hislop is averaging 11.3
points per game. The freshman guard from Mary-
land has started all 15 games for the Dukes this
season in the backcourt with Evans and is second
on the team in assists, steals and points.

As a team, the Dukes are averaging nearly 74
points per game with a +10.8 scoring margin.
IJMU opened the season on a seven-game win-
ning streak and have yet to lose at home this sea-
son. Head coach Kenny Brooks’ squad has won
three straight against Old Dominion, including
becoming just the third team to sweep the season
series against the Lady Monarchs last season.

Junior Jasmine Parker helped lead ODU past Drexel
with a perfect 12-for-12 night at the free-throw line. It
was a career-best, a new Constant Center record and
the second best performance by a Lady Monarch in the
history of the program. Only Nancy Lieberman had a
better night from the line, going 15-for-15 in 1978.

1200 And Counting...

With the non-conference finale against Tennessee, the
Lady Monarchs reached 1200 games played in the his-
tory of the program. ODU joins a select group of just
eight programs to play 1200 games in their histories.
They are Tennessee Tech, Tennessee, Stephen F. Aus-
tin, Long Beach State, Kansas State, James Madison,
and Hofstra. ODU ranks second in winning percentage
among these eight teams, going 895-309 over the past
41 years for a .743 success rate.

Senior Moments

ODU has just one senior this season, First Team Pre-
season All-CAA forward Jessica Canady. Canady has
been working her way back from offseason surgery and
has now started five straight games after being forced
to sit through half of the non-conference schedule.
She broke out in a big way against Northeastern, scor-
ing 18 points and hauling in a team-high 12 rebounds
while playing a career-high 36 minutes. She led ODU
in rebounding again against Drexel, with 11. The Lady
Monarch senior has breached the 800-point plateau and
is now also over 550 career rebounds. Canady was a re-
serve player her freshman year, scoring only 92 points,
making her 847 career all the more impressive, averag-
ing 11.0 points per game since her sophomore season.

A Rare Occurrence
ODU lost to Tennessee by a final score of 102-62 in the
non-conference finale this season, marking just the sixth
time in program history the Lady Monarchs allowed a
team to reach 100 points. Northeastern then posted its
first ever 100-point game against ODU, marking just
the seventh occurrence against the Lady Monarchs.

Still Toughest Schedule
in the CAA

Old Dominion’s schedule is the toughest in the CAA,
and among the strongest in the country. After closing
out the non-conference schedule, Old Dominion had
the fifth toughest schedule in the nation. Heading into
today’s game, ODU’s schedule was listed as the 11th
strongest and the Lady Monarchs RPI is also listed as
#104 after the first 13 games. Both numbers come from
rpiratings.com’s weekly report.

Sophomore forward Tia Lewis tied her career-high with
17 rebounds against Ole Miss, taking over the top spot
in the CAA with 9.2 rebounds per game at the time.
Lewis had 17 in a game against North Florida during
her freshman year while playing for Central Florida and
the 17 hauled in against Mississippi tied that mark for
the first time as a Lady Monarch. She also posted her
first double-double in the game, scoring 15 points for
Old Dominion.

Jasmine Parker played extremely well against the sec-
ond ranked Cardinal in the season opener, scoring a
team-high 16 points and adding five rebounds, four as-
sists, a career-high five steals and a perfect 5-for-5 night
from the free-throw line. Despite a poor first half, Tia
Lewis also came away with a stellar first game, finish-
ing just one rebound shy of a double-double. Lewis fin-
ished with 15 points and nine rebounds in her first game
as a Lady Monarch. Junior Shadasia Green continued
her hot play of late with 11 points and seven rebounds.
She averaged 16 ppg and 7 rpg in the two exhibitions.

Season Openers
