Today’s Game:

All-Time Series --

ODU holds a 3-2 advantage in the all-time series
against the Cardinal in just five meetings prior to
tonight’s contest. The Lady Monarchs won a pair
of classic, drama-filled games against the Car-
dinal in the 1996-97 season including an 83-82
overtime battle in the Final Four that sent ODU
to the NCAA Championship game, and an 83-
66 defeat of the Cardinal earlier that year when
Stanford was ranked #1 in the nation. Over ten
years later, Stanford matched up with Old Do-
minion again, defeating the Lady Monarchs, 69-
61, in the 2007 Paradise Jam in St. Thomas.

About Stanford --

The second ranked team in the nation comes into
Norfolk to open a season where they will defend
a pair of Final Four appearances. The Cardinal
have gone 68-9 over the past two seasons with
back-to-back trips to college basketball’s nation-
al semifinal. Led by head coach Tara VanDerveer
and senior center Jayne Appel, Stanford looks
to be one of the favorites to win the national
championship this year. Appel is a returning All-
American and received the pre-season nod as
well as one of nominees for both the Wade Tro-
phy and the John R. Wooden Award. The Pac-
10 Player of the Year averaged 16.1 points per
game last season with 9.2 rebounds and a 60.9
shooting percentage. She is joined onthe WBCA
Preseason Wade Watch list by teammates Kayla
Pedersen and Jeanette Pohlen. In exhibition play,
Stanford has scored 107 points twice and are
shooting over 55% from the field.

About Stanford:

Stanford comes into the season opener ranked #2
in both the Associated Press and the ESPN/USA
Today Coaches Poll. The Cardinal boasted one of|
the best teams in the country last season and re-
turned just about everyone in 2009-10. Pre-season
All-American Jayne Appel is the team leader and
also represents USA as the starting center for the
national team. She is a nominee for every major
college basketball award this year. She is joined
by Kayla Pedersen and Jeanette Pohlen as con-
stant legitimate threats to take over a ball game.
Also in the probable starting lineup is Nnemkadi
Ogwumike, who averaged 10.6 ppg and 6.1 rpg
last season. The trip to Norfolk will be the first
test of a season where Stanford will likely be fa-
vored in nearly every contest.

All-Time Series

With Stanford:

The Lady Monarchs have faced the Cardinal just
once since defeating them in the 1997 NCAA
Final Four, a 66-61 setback on a neutral floor in
2007. ODU holds a 3-2 advantage in the all-time
series, with Friday night’s game representing just
the sixth all-time tilt against the two powerhouse
programs. Two of the three wins for ODU came
in the 1996-97 season, including one of the most
exciting games in Norfolk women’s basketball
history, as ODU upset the #1 Cardinal in the
Field House on December 17, 1996. ODU won
that game, 83-66. The two teams then matched
up later that season in the National Semi-Final,
with ODU taking an overtime victory by just one
point, 83-82, in Cincinnati, Ohio. The Lady Mon-
archs would advance to the championship game,
falling to Tennessee in the finals.

Last Time Vs. Stanford:

ODU and Stanford matched up in the 2007 Para-
dise Jam in-season tournament, held at St. Thom-
as in the Virgin Islands. The halftime advantage
was just two, but 4th ranked Stanford extended
the final to six and won the game, 69-61, cutting
the all-time series to 3-2, advantage ODU. Kayla
Pedersen, then a sophomore, dropped 21 points
and added 11 boards for a double-double while
Jayne Appel knocked in a layup at the halftime
buzzer to give Stanford the lead and the momen-
tum headed into the locker room. She finished
with 11 points, six rebounds, five assists, two
blocks and three steals as the starting center as a
sophomore. ODU got double-digit scoring from
four different players, including a team-high 14
from Jen Nuzzo off the bench. Nuzzo went 4-for-
6 from long range for her then career-high. Me-
gan Pym added a double-double with 12 points
and 10 rebounds as T.J. Jordan (10) and Jessica
Canady (11) were the other Lady Monarchs in
double figures. ODU was coming off a loss to #2
Connecticut in the Virgin Islands Paradise Jam
and battled hard against the #4 Cardinal, but were
defeated behind the sharp-shooting Stanford
team, who finished at 49% from the field in the
game (25-51). ODU managed just 30.6% shoot-
ing (19-62), but did hold the rebounding edge,
40-33 against a physical Stanford team.

The All-Time
attendance record for a women’s game at the Constant
Center is 7,758.

Who’s Back?

The top returner for the Lady Monarchs in 2009-10 is
senior forward Jessica Canady. Canady was a 2nd Team
All-CAA Forward last year and was tabbed to the Pre-
Season First Team headed into her final campaign. The
Williamsburg native ranked second in the CAA in re-
bounding, hauling in 9.6 boards per game, despite miss-
ing six games due to injury. She also returns the highest
scoring for ODU this year, after averaging 12.6 points
per game last season. Also back for ODU is third-lead-
ing scorer Jasmine Parker (10.2 ppg) in the backcourt.
Parker started nearly half the games at the shooting
guard slot last season. Shadasia Green also returns after
a breakout sophomore season that saw her finish with
9.3 ppg and 6.0 rpg a year ago. Juniors Vicki Collier
and Russia Voronina are also back in the fold, with
sophomore Pryncess Tate-Dublin and redshirt freshman
Jo Guilford returning as well.

Who’s New?

Though not new to the Lady Monarchs, as she was with
the team all last season, Tia Lewis is the most exciting
newcomer to the hardwood this year. The 2007-08 Con-
ference USA Freshman of the Year and league-leading
rebounder is finally set to debut for the Lady Monarchs
on Friday night. A transfer from Central Florida, Lewis
has had a year to learn Coach Larry’s system and will be
asked to shoulder a heavy load right away. Also expect
junior transfer Kquanise Byrd to step in right away as a
scoring threat. She ranked third in the nation in scoring
(24.4 ppg) at the junior college level playing for Miami-
Dade College. True freshmen Carolann Cloutier, Jackie
Cook and Becca Allison will also provide significant
depth right away for the Lady Monarchs.

Season Openers

The Lady Monarchs are 27-13 in season openers, in-
cluding last year’s season opening victory over St.
Mary’s on November 15, 2008. ODU won that game

Classic. It was the second straight season opening vic-
tory after ODU had been on a streak of five straight
losses in the opening game from 2002-2006.

Home Openers

In home openers, Old Dominion is 29-11, including a
4-3 mark at the Ted Constant Convocation Center.
