Some groups are making use of 
the Tenants of the King resources prepared by Operation Noah. To support our efforts we 
are delighted that Rt Rev’d David Atkinson, who was formerly Bishop of Thetford and a 
Trustee of Operation Noah, will talk on climate change and the environment based on the 
Ash Wednesday Declaration prepared by Operation Noah and lead a discussion. The talk 
will take place in church on Wednesday 26th March 2025 starting at 19.30. Refreshments 
will be available from 19.00.

Society Kenley Observatory, 7.30pm 
We have a tour of CAS Kenley Observatory arranged for Friday 28th March at 7:30 pm at 
a cost of only £3 per person.

Please note parking is in on the road in Hayes Lane near RAF Kenley 
Tribute with a short walk up Waterhouse Lane and a track to the observatory and 
clubhouse. Also note there are eight narrow steps leading up to the observatory viewing 
area and two steep steps in the clubhouse.
