The Director-General supported the Royal Forest and Bird Society
submission to ‘include “effects on indigenous biodiversity” as a
standard matter of discretion in all restricted discretionary rules and as
a matter for control in all controlled activity rules’. [DOC FS39.1, Forest
and Bird submission 225.42]

Since lodging the further submission, further planning analysis has
identified which controlled and restricted discretionary rules throughout
the plan should have ‘indigenous biodiversity’ added, and which should

not. This is shown in the attached table.
