belongs to the Sagittarius zodiac sign. It spreads 

from 240 degrees 0 minutes to 253 degrees 20 minutes 

of Sagittarius.

The Moolam nakshatra is represented by the tail of the 

Scorpion, which includes the nine stars: Epsilon, Mu, 

Zeta, Eta, Theta, Iota, Kappa, Upsilon and Lambda 

Scorpionis. This nakshatra is located at the left of our 

Galaxy, which is indicative of the nature of Moola.

Sanskrit Name:  मूलनक्षत्र) is another name for Mūla: 

a particular section of the ecliptic. Mūla means 

“the root”.
