	●  23-minute video designed for STD clinic waiting rooms.
● Three interwoven vignettes modeling young couples negotiating safer sexual behaviors. 

· Vignette 1: A heterosexual couple (“Paul” and “Jasmine”) is getting more serious, yet Paul has a sexual encounter with an ex-girlfriend (“Teresa”). Teresa gets diagnosed with an STD, and Paul has to tell Jasmine about his possible infection.

· Vignette 2: One male friend (“Ruben”) encourages another male friend (“Luis”) to ask out a woman (“Teresa”) he has been seeing around the neighborhood. Teresa is hesitant about entering a new relationship after her previous experience and wants to be careful with Luis.  

· Vignette 3: A bisexual man (“Ruben”) has a casual sexual encounter with another man (“Tim”) after meeting in a bar.  Ruben has symptoms suggestive of an STD several days later. His girlfriend (“Cristina”) learns about it and angrily insists on a joint visit to the STD clinic.

● Two animated segments demonstrating proper condom use and the variety of condoms available. 

● Posters directing attention to the video and reinforcing key prevention messages.
