S1 Table Legend. Each anti-hypertensive medication was categorized into high and low dose categories. High dose was defined as greater than or equal to the upper limit of the usual dose range as described in the American Society of Hypertension and the International Society of Hypertension Clinical Practice Guidelines for the Management of Hypertension in the Community.1 The one exception was hydrochlorothiazide, for which the upper limit of the usual dose range was described as 50 mg daily but we defined high dose as greater than or equal to 25 mg, because fewer than 5% of patients received a dose greater than 25 mg. A dose of 25 mg was used by approximately 20% of participants.
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
