Swiss General Population 
Population data were obtained through the Swiss Federal Statistics Office (FSO) and the United Nations (UN) Population Database [1;2]. As data through FSO were only available from 1971-2010, calculations were necessary to adjust the UN data to match local data. Calculations were performed as follows:
· Before 1971—population estimates were calculated using a 5 year average ratio of UN and FSO data from 1971-1975. This ratio was then applied to UN data prior to 1971
· 1971-2010 FSO data were used 
· After 2010-- population estimates were calculated using a 5 year average ratio of UN and FSO data from 2006-2010 UN and FSO data. This ratio was then applied to UN data after 2010
Swiss General Mortality Rates
Mortality rates were obtained through the Swiss Federal Statistics Office (FSO) and the Max Planck Institute for Demographic Research’s Human Mortality Database (HMD) [3;4]. Similar to population data, mortality data through FSO were only available from 1971-2010, so calculations were necessary to adjust the UN data to match local data. Calculations were performed as follows:
· Before 1971—mortality estimates were calculated using a 5 year average ratio from 1971-1975 HMD and FSO data, applied to HMD data 
· 1971-2010 FSO data were used
· After 2010-- mortality estimates were calculated using a 5 year average ratio from 2006-2010 HMD and FSO data, applied to HMD data
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
