We report here the Spearman correlation coefficients (rs) between the product evaluation variables (Potency, Interest, and Price) and each of the on-label values of THC content (Lower Value, Upper Value). In parallel with the analyses run on measured THC (see main text and S4 Note. Experimental THC content versus Interest and Price variables), each correlation analysis (n = 12) was run twice: once with the data from sample G13-1, and again with the data from sample G13-2.
