The term refugee is often used in two ways: As a description of people who have biographical experience of flight irrespective of their legal status, and as a legal term for people whose asylum claims have been granted according to the Geneva Convention. We use the term in the first, more general, sense. 
The term asylum seeker is a legal term that refers to people who claimed asylum but whose asylum procedure is still ongoing [6].
