The Parents and Godparents and those to be baptised come to the Font

We prepare for the Baptisms
Faith is the gift of God to his people.
In baptism the Lord is adding to our number those whom he is
calling. People of God, will you welcome these children
and uphold them in their new life in Christ?

The Priest then says to the parents and godparents
Parents and godparents, the Church receives these children with
joy. Today we are trusting God for their growth in faith.
Will you pray for them, draw them by your example
into the community of faith and walk with them the way of
Christ?

In baptism these children begin their journey in faith.
You speak for them today. Will you care for them and help them
to take their place within the life and worship of Christ's Church?

Parents and Godparents With the help of God, we will.
The priest addresses the parents, godparents, who will answer on behalf
of those being baptised as well as for themselves. The Priest also invites
all baptised present to renew their own commitment to Christ, by joining
in the responses

We renew our Baptismal Promises
In baptism, God calls us out of darkness into his marvellous light.



To follow Christ means dying to sin and rising to new life with him.
Therefore I ask:

Do you turn away from sin?
I do.
Do you reject evil?
I do.
Do you turn to Christ as Saviour?
I do.
Do you trust in him as Lord?
I do.

Brothers and sisters, let us affirm,
With all who are baptized,
our common faith in Jesus Christ.

Do you believe and trust in God the Father,
source of all being and life,
the one for whom we exist?

The Priest baptises the candidates and then reminds the congregation, parents
and godparents of our shared responsibility in nurturing them in the Christian
Faith.
The Priest then sprinkles the congregation with water from the Font to remind
us of our Baptism and of the life and love of Christ freely poured out on us. As
this is done all sing:

Give thanks to God, for he is good, The Lord has triumphed gloriously,
his love will never end.
