knock, and the door will be opened for you. For everyone who asks 
receives, and everyone who searches finds, and for everyone who knocks, 
the door will be opened.  
 
In the same way that Jesus told us to ask God for the daily provision we 
need, he would have done the same for himself. God’s life-giving Spirit it is 
not in short supply, and will help. So ask. We can confidently do this, for 
God not only welcomes our supplications, he gladly and joyfully welcomes

Is there a ‘door’ you have stopped knocking on because you feel it has 
been closed for too long? What would it look like to start knocking again?
