It is traditional to
genuflect or bow at the words marking Jesus’ death.

A reflection on God’s word

We reverence the Cross
The cross is carried through the building and the procession stops three times.
Each time the cross is raised for all to see and all should genuflect or bow as
the following words are said

The cross of Christ.
All The cross on which the Saviour of the world was hung.

The Cross is held at the front, and all are invited to come forward and
reverence it as a sign of worship and adoration of Jesus who died upon the
cross for our salvation. Please feel free to kneel silently or bow before the cross.
Alternatively, if you prefer please remain kneeling in your place in and gaze the
cross in stillness reflecting on it and offering our prayers as a sign of worship
and adoration of Jesus who died upon the cross for our salvation
