LGBTQ+ People Overrepresented In Criminal System,
llWM Scholar Fids

A national report commis-
sioned by the MacArthur
Foundation and released in
June found that people who
identify as lesbian, gay, bisex-
ual, transgender, queer and
intersex are overrepresented
in the U.S. criminal legal sys-
tem.

In fact, LGBTQ+ people are
more than twice as likely to be
arrested compared to straight
people and three times more
likely to be incarcerated
than the general population.
Those statistics are worse for
LGBTQ+ people of color.

Jane Hereth, UWM assis-
tant professor of social welfare, con-
ducted a review of existing research and
compiled the report as part of the foun-
dation’s initiative to support criminal
justice reform.

In addition to tracking arrests and in-
carceration rates, she also documented
discrimination against LGBTQ+ indi-
viduals within the system, and found
that it showed up at every stage, from
arrest through sentencing, and also in
the inmate’s prison experience.

Here, Hereth talks about how
LGBTQ+ people are often overlooked
in criminal justice reform and why the
disparity hits younger people hardest.

Why are LGBTQ+ people dispropor-
tionately at risk of becoming involved
in the criminal justice system?

factors that I cover in the report. One of
the paths I outline is related to poverty,
homelessness and unemployment.

We know that LGBTQ+ folks experi-
ence higher rates of unemployment and
poverty compared to non-LGBTQ+ in-
dividuals. For transgender and gender
expansive individuals in particular, this
is linked to barriers related to changing
their identifying documents. It can be
really difficult to get a job if the name
and gender on your ID doesn’t match
how you identify and express your gen-
der. Without employment, folks are
forced to engage in forms of criminal-
ized survival, like sex work or theft, and
then are punished for doing so.

What about for LGBTQ+ youth?
Youth seem to be especially overrep-

resented. Arrest and incarceration in

juvenile justice facilities are particularly

high among youth who identify
as LGBTQ+, compared to youth
involved in the system who don’t
identify as LGBTQ+.

There’s a lot of overlap between
the likelihood of being involved
in the criminal legal system and
homelessness, poverty or in-
volvement in the child welfare
system.

And we know that each of
those individual things have been
looked at as disproportionately
impacting LGBTQ+ youth. For
example, something like 40% of
youth who identify as LGBTQ+
are homeless. And homelessness
is often criminalized, with indi-
viduals being arrested for loiter-
ing or panhandling. So theres a
“piling on” of all these different factors.

How do LGBTQ+ youth get started
down the path that puts them at risk
for incarceration? Is it because fami-
lies reject them?

Family rejection is a big piece of the
story, certainly. Once youth are kicked
or pushed out by their families, they may
experience homelessness or need to en-
gage in criminalized survival, which can
funnel them into the system. But I don't
want to place all the blame on families.
There are lots of system failures that are
going on as well.

LGBTQ+ youth could be experiencing
homelessness for the same reasons that
straight and cis-gender youth get in-
volved in the child welfare system - be-
cause of family conflict that’s unrelated
to the young people’s sexual orientation,
such as poverty or drug use at home.

And then, once youth get involved in
the child welfare system, they start to
experience bias related to gender and
sexual orientation.

One of the things we know is that
LGBTQ+ youth are more vulnerable to
the “school-to-prison pipeline,” which
is the result of schools using the crim-
inal legal system to deal with rule in-
fractions, like fighting. And, a lot of
LGBTQ+ youth experience bullying in
school. When they defend themselves
against physical bullying, they are then
punished for doing that.

What does the report say about the ex-
perience of LBGTQ+ people once they
are incarcerated?

A lot of that research has focused on a
lack of access to gender-affirming med-
ical care and a lack of access to HIV
care, which is not specific to LGBTQ+
people. Access to HIV treatment is im-
proving, but access to gender-affirming
medical care - transition and trans-re-
lated health care - is a huge issue.

Some research indicates that individ-
uals are not getting access to hormones
or the proper dosage, and medical staff
in prisons and jails have not received
the proper training to treat transgender
individuals.

And this includes mental health
care. There is one study of incarcerated
LGBTQ+ people conducted by the ad-
vocacy group Black & Pink that found
that individuals with a mental health
diagnosis were not receiving mental
health care while incarcerated.

Research also indicates that LGBTQ+
incarcerated individuals experience
higher rates of violence than other in-
mates, including by prison staff and
guards. That same study of LGBTQ+
incarcerated people found that 85% of
LGBTQ+ people had been in solitary
confinement at some point during their
incarceration.

Have overturned or nullified legisla-
tion from the past continued to affect

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LGBTQ+ people?

Yes. There’s an ongoing legacy of
LGBTQ+ identity being associated with
criminality and deviance. That mat-
ters because, increasingly, various state
legislatures are trying to pass more ex-
plicit pieces of legislation that that are
contributing to criminal prosecution or
increased state surveillance of LGBTQ+
individuals.

For example, some of the proposed
legislation would get the child wel-
fare system involvement in the cases of
parents who are helping their children
access gender-affirming medical care.
We've seen the conflicts over bathroom
access or access to other public accom-
modations.

This comes from a legacy of people
trying to control the identities of others.

What are a few of the needs your re-
port points to?

We should be offering more support
to families whose youth are coming out
and - this is so important - give more
support to youth in schools.

There’s a need for more emergency
shelters that are inclusive of LGBTQ+
folks and more services for survivors of
victimization. Intimate partner violence
services are geared toward cisgender,
heterosexual women. And so, there’s of-
ten not a place where LGBTQ+ survi-
vors can go to access services.

We talked about how it’s really diffi-
cult for trans people to get jobs if their
names on legal documents and photos
don’t match their gender expression.
So just things like helping walk people
through that intimidating process can
be really helpful.

And also policy advocacy is needed.
We need to have broader conversations
to change the way sexual orientation
and gender identities are viewed, and
work toward greater equality.

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Milwaukee Police Safety Initiative; LGBT(Q+ Community

The Milwaukee Police Department an-
nounced on Monday, Oct. 3 a new safe-
ty initiative that will help the LGBTQ+
community and human trafficking vic-
tims. It is called the Safe Place program.

The Safe Place Program is an active
collaboration among the police, busi-
nesses, and social organizations de-
signed to assist in making communities
a safer place to live. Any individual who
sees the Safe Place logo will know that
business, organization, or location will
provide a safe space for someone to call
911 for assistance, should they feel un-
safe.

"This is an important step Milwaukee
needs, and has needed for a long time,"
said Brad Schlaikowski of Courage
MKE, which helps homeless and dis-
placed LGBTQ+ youth.

Schlaikowski said the Safe Place pro-
gram will go a long way to show that
there are places people can get help if
they are in trouble.

"Too long we see folks from our com-
munity, especially black trans women,
being hurt, harmed and more sadly
murdered throughout our country,"
Schlaikowski said.

Two Black trans women were killed in
Milwaukee this year. 28-year-old Brazil
Johnson was shot and killed near Teu-
tonia and North back in June. Regina
"Mya" Allen died after being shot near
26th and Wells in late August. Police are
still looking for Johnson's killer.

The man charged with killing Allen
was arrested at a south side Milwaukee
home last week.

"It is an extremely strong case for the
state. There is video, there is eyewitness
testimony. There is the possibility that
this was a hate crime," said Sara Wald-
schmidt/Milwaukee County Assistant

Brazil Johnson and Regina "Mya" Allen
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District Attorney.

Prosecutors have not said but, but that
31-year-old Clayton Hubbird argued
with Allen before she was shot.

So far in 2022, the Human Rights
Campaign said 31 transgender people
were fatally shot or killed.

"Being able to be a beacon to those
who are being harmed who are suffering
is the first place to start," Chief Norman
said.

"If I'm walking past a building, and
there's this sticker in the window that's
blatantly saying, come in here -- we'll
protect you -- it's a no brainer and it's a
win for the city," Schlaikowski said.

"This program is another great exam-
ple of the Milwaukee community com-
ing together in the name of community
safety regardless where you are from,
what language you speak, what religion
you believe in, or who you love," Nor-
man said.

Its already October, that means in just
one short month it will be time for No-
vember general elections. With all the
events that have transpired this year po-
litically, it is important to know where
the candidates stand on the issues. This
year there are two major races in the
state; that for Governor of Wisconsin
and for the Senate seat currently held
by Senator Ron Johnson. However there
are other candidates, both Democrat
and Republican, running in this elec-
tion cycle as well.

We will start by looking at the
Democrates that are running and then
look at the Republican candidates histo-
ries with LGBTQ+ issues.

Note: The following information was
complied came from website supporting
the candidates or the candidates own
website as well as articles and interviews
with the candidates.

GOVERNOR:
Tony Evers (D, incumbent)
Governor Tony
Evers has been
and will continue
to be a fierce and
vocal ally to the
LGBTQ+ commu-
nity—especially
our youth. From
Governor  Evers'
first executive or-
der on day one,
providing comprehensive non-discrim-
ination protections for state employees
and contractors, to banning the use of
state funds for the harmful practice of
conversion therapy and expanding gen-

der inclusive language in state agencies
and birth certificates, to raising the
LGBTQ+ pride flag over the Capitol for
the first time in Wisconsin history, Gov-
ernor Evers has shown his unrelenting
commitment to the LGBTQ+ commu-
nity. Prior to his election as Governor,
Mr. Evers demonstrated his unwavering
commitment to safe, just schools for
queer youth and youth of other mar-
ginalized identities as the Wisconsin
Superintendent of Public Instruction.
Fair Wisconsin PAC is proud to endorse
Governor Tony Evers to serve anoth-
er term as Governor of Wisconsin and
looks forward to continuing our part-
nership with him in standing up for
LGBTQ+ Wisconsinites of all ages.

Tim Michels (R, challenger)

Michels has said
he believes mar-
riage should be
"between a man
and a woman" in
wake of the leaked
Supreme  Court
Roe v. Wade opin-
ion suggesting a
slate of other civil
rights protections
could be thrown
out - including same-sex marriage. For
over two decades, Michels' views have
been consistent, after supporting a con-
stitutional ban on same-sex marriage
when he was asked about it during his
2004 bid for U.S. Senate. The Michels
campaign did not respond to questions
on whether he supports restricting
LGBTQ+ materials in K-12 schools or
what efforts, if any, he'd take as gover-
nor to restrict gay rights.

"All Wisconsinites, regardless of their
sexual orientation, deserve safer neigh-
borhoods, better schools, a functioning

government, and an end to skyrocket-
ing inflation,” said Anna Kelly, a cam-
paign spokeswoman for the Michels
campaign. "That is why Tim’s running
for governor, not to advance identity
politics that seek to divide people into
groups.”

UNITED STATES SENATE:
Mandela Barnes (D, challenger)
Lieutenant Gov-
ernor  Mandela
Barnes has been
an outspoken ally
to the LGBTQ+
community since |
even before his |
tenure of pub-
lic service. Mr.
Barnes started his
career as a com-
munity organizer
with MICAH in Milwaukee, organizing
for civil rights. During his tenure on
the Wisconsin Assembly Committee on
Education, then-Representative Barnes
joined select committee members in
leading the fight against the so-called
bathroom bill which prevented trans-
gender and non-binary students from
using the restrooms and facilities which
best align with their gender identity—
through an 8+ hour hearing Represen-
tative Barnes stood with our students,
preventing the bill from becoming law.
Throughout their terms, Lt. Governor
Barnes worked with Governor Tony
Evers to advance equality though exec-
utive orders: advancing non-discrimi-
nation protections for state employees
and contractors, raising the pride flag
over the state capitol for the first time
in Wisconsin history, banning the use of
state funds for conversion therapy, and
expanding gender neutral language in

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state documents. It’s far past time Wis-
consin elects our first Black U.S. Sena-
tor—and sends Ron Johnson packing.
We are confident Lieutenant Governor
Mandela Barnes will continue to deliver
results for the LGBTQ+ community and
for the state of Wisconsin in the United
States Senate.

Ron Johnson (R, incumbent)

Senator  John-
son has touted his
conservative val-
ues since day one.
So its not surpris-
ing that it is near
impossible to find
any reference on
any support for
LGBTQ+ issues
on his official cam-
paign website. He
was given a 7% (out of a possible score
0f 100) by the Human Rights Campaign
on their recent scorecard for the 117th
Congress.

Sen. Johnson has changed his stance
on federal legislation that would codify
the right to same-sex marriage, telling
voters he would not support the Respect
for Marriage Act “in its current state”
His remarks came about two months
after he issued a statement that said
he saw “no reason to oppose” the bill,
which would require that someone be
considered married in any state as long
as the marriage was valid in the state
where it was performed.

Speaking last August to a group of
conservative voters in Wisconsin, John-
son told an audience member that he is-
sued his July statement only “to get [the

media] off my back” about the issue, ac-
cording to audio obtained by Heartland
Signal.

ATTORNEY GENERAL:
JOSH KAUL (D, incumbent)

Wisconsin is
fortunate to have
a fierce LGBTQ+
ally as our Attor-
ney General, Josh
Kaul. AG Kaul
has been a vo-
cal advocate for |
LGBTQ+ equality
and has taken real
action to com-
bat anti-LGBTQ+
discrimination, including introducing
legislation to strengthen civil rights en-
forcement options through the Depart-
ment of Justice. Over the last week AG
Kaul has taken a stand and announced
his office will not prosecute doctors for
performing abortions, in addition to
joining the state lawsuit with the Gov-
ernor to ensure that the right to privacy
and bodily autonomy, which are so crit-
ical for the LGBTQ+ community, are le-
gally protected. Fair Wisconsin PAC is
proud to endorse Attorney General Josh
Kaul for re-election and looks forward
to another term as he continues to be a
strong and visible ally to the LGBTQ+
community.

Eric Toney (R, challenger)

Eric Toney who was elected district
attorney in Fond du Lac County in 2012
and was re-elected in 2016 and 2020 is
currently running against incumbent

Josh Kaul for State
Attorney General.

While  Toney
hasn't said where
he stands on
LGBTQ issues, he
has said he will
follow the Law.
In the case of the
Wisconsin 1840
abortion ban law, he has stated that not
only would he enforce that law and seek
to prosecute offenders, he is seeking to
step outside the bounds of AG and pros-
ecute those in Wisconsin when their
counties fail to. So if the is remains to
be seen what he would do if gay mar-
riage was struck down by the United
States Supreme Court.

U.S. REPRESENTATIVE:
Mark Pocan (D, incumbent)
Fair Wisconsin
PAC is proud to
endorse U.S. Rep-
resentative Mark
Pocan for anoth-
er term in Con-
gress. Rep. Pocan
is one of the nine
LGBTQ+ elected
members of Con-
gress, Co-Chair of
the Congressional
LGBTQ+ Caucus,
and former chair and current member
of the Congressional Progressive Cau-
cus. Rep. Pocan played a key role in pro-
moting, advancing, and eventually pass-
ing landmark legislation in the House,
including the Equality Act which is a
comprehensive nondiscrimination bill

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that adds sexual orientation and gen-
der identity to federal civil rights laws,
in addition to protections for women,
people of color, and people of all faiths.
Rep. Pocan’s fight to expand civil rights
comes at a time when an unprecedent-
ed wave of anti-LGBTQ+ bills sweeps
across the nation, and we know he will
continue this fight as he continues serv-
ing the Second District of Wisconsin in
Congress.

Erik Olsen (R, challenger)

Erick Olsen
who was born and
raised in Madison
has no previous
experience in pub-
lic office. Nor does
he explicitly talk
about his stance
on any LGBTQ+
issue on his web-
site. "Our culture
has wandered into
a swamp of “political correctness” and
“cancel culture” we must refocus on the

idea that free speech and vigorous de-
bate should always be welcomed even
when we don't totally agree." Howev-
er, the "political correctness" and "can-
cel culture,” he is referring to, have
been tools minority communities (like
LGBTQ+) use to speak out against hate
speech and repressive rhetoric.

In another section he chastises pro-
tests and "acts of political violence," par-
ticularly acts of vandalism. On his web-
site he states, "A lot of the problems that
we are currently facing in this Country
come from the fact that as a group we
are not condemning political violence
strongly enough. Political violence is
like a disease, and there are no words
strong enough to say that IT MUST
STOP. IT IS UNACCEPTABLE. IT IS
UN-AMERICAN."

Again, these have been forms of pro-
test that repressed and minority groups
in the past have used to gain public
voice to their cause. During the Black
Lives Matter Protests of 2020, the acts
of vandalism and violence that was
scene was traced back to groups not as-

sociated with BLM. Many in fact were
connected to conservative groups and
alt-right groups whose mission it was to
discredit the BLM movement.

U.S. REPRESENTATIVE:
Gwen Moore (D, incumbent)

Fair Wisconsin PAC is proud to en-
dorse U.S. Representative Gwen Moore
for another term in Congress. Rep.
Moore started her
career when the
Defense of Mar-
riage Act gripped
the political main
stage, canvassing
on her beliefs that
the 14th Amend-
ment guarantees
equal protection
of the laws to all

of gender or sexuality, and regardless of
whom they want to marry. Rep. Moore
is a lifelong ally to the LGBTQ+ com-
