He developed one of the country’s largest and finest
collection of 10™ Mountain Division memorabilia.

He later served with the 93" Infantry
Division in the Philippines and the 8" Army headquarters
in Japan.

During the post-war years William started his 10™ Mountain Division Collection. While
working in managerial positions as a mechanical engineer in the Philadelphia region, he
also lectured and exhibited his collection in school, ski clubs and at army conventions.
