Dear CUMC Family and Friends: 

I hope the days of the new year continue to bring you inspiration and joy! 

It has been more than a month since we suspended onsite, in-person worship and activities 

due to the recent COVID surge in our community and throughout the nation. I am thankful to all 

of you for your continued support of Chino UMC for the Kingdom of God. 

Even though our church building is closed, our leaders and members continue to work hard to 

prepare for weekly worship and activities and to manage administrative tasks. We invest our 

time, our efforts, and our resources because we want to bring about the Kingdom of God in the 

world. We do that out of gratitude for God’s sacrificial love demonstrated on the Cross. We give 

ourselves to God because God’s love has touched our hearts and transformed our lives. 

As we continue our faith journey during these challenging pandemic days, we are approaching 

another significant liturgical season: Lent. Lent is a 40-day season which begins on Ash 

Wednesday. This year, Ash Wednesday is on March 2. The Season of Lent calls us to prepare 

ourselves for Easter. During Lent, we examine our hearts and lives and realign ourselves with 

God to return to God.
