Eight
(so far) volunteers, through Chemists Without Borders, are working
with me on the clearinghouse projects to: a) make science education
opportunities more accessible, and b) support science education
decision making. These will also impact a far greater number of
students. As many as seven more volunteers will be involved with
the Network of Scientists project to support elementary school
teachers. | am currently working to create the technical means to
host the network.
