PORTED
WIRELINE GRAB Wire Grab and Centre Spear are used during fishing operations

primarily to retrieve tightly compacted, parted slickline or braided

& CE NTRE cable to surface.

SPEAR Wire Grab finder OD can be altered by simply rotating the

adjustable finder skirt over the tapered body. The finder skirt is then
locked in to place at the desired running OD to suit the well
geometry. The interchangeable grab arms can be removed and the
tool can be run solely as a wire finder to locate and ball up the top
of the wire.

Centre Spear is generally used when a traditional wire grab has
been unsuccessful. The barbs, positioned around a centre mandrel
allow for a more efficient penetration into a tight ball of wire,
compared to the pronged arm style of a wire grab. As the Centre
Spear is effectively non- releasable, it is generally run with a
hydraulic disconnect arrangement directly above it to provide a
release feature if the parted wire cannot be retrieved back to
surface.
